After the committee had performed
its duty my father returned home, and
gave the flag to my mother for sale-keep-
ing. On receiving it she wrote in the cen-
tre in pencil, *Flag of truce under which
Richmond was surrended, April 3, 1865,"
and placed it in some scenre place.  Shortly
hefore Ler death, about a year after the
surrender, she gave it to me Lo take care
of, and it remained in my posscssion
untll Oclober, 1876, when it was
stolen under ‘he following clreumstances :
My father having died in August, 1876, his
personal bstate was sold in October, and
during the inspection of the property by
the public some thief entered my room,
Jeft unlocked through the carelessness of a
servant, und carried ofl’ all the linen ! pos-
sessed, and among it was the relic of Rich-
mond’s eapitulation.
