I cannot hut think that If you
had been there the result would have Mea
different. -sent you un open letter to
lier cousins the other day, in which she of
course must have given details of our visit
to P,larrit/ and the cordial reception we

met with from the Emperor and Emuns..
The only obstacle to our recognition is Eng.
land. It would baie taken place dfhtewi
months apo. and the war would long since
have been terminated but for her insidious
potter, She desires to see it continued un¬
til both sections are exhausted and ruined.
