into ariver of oil which had escaped from
a bursted tank on the hillside, and run-
ning down the snow had covered the bed
of the rallroad track for over a half-mile,
The grade at that point is very steep, und
the oil coursed down Its bank us if it were
astream of water, There i8 a sharp eurve
close by, and before the enginver knew it
his train was passing over the highly-in-
flammable oil, Tt ignited from the furnace
of the engine, and immedintely set the
entire train on fire, Then followed a
scene not easily portrayed.

The train, which was made up of a bog-
gage-car and ladies’ coach, wos filled with
passengers, So great was the crish that
many went into the baggage-car,  The ter
rible heat f2om the burning river of oil in-
stantly cracked and shattered every win-
dow in the ear, The flames lewped in
through the doors, the windows, and
through the ventilators. The car-wheels
splashed through the burning oil, scatter-
mg it along the bottom of the cars,

There were seas of flames on all sides
and death seemed to stare every passenger
{n the face. Those nearest to the ends of
the ears dashed through the doors to be
met by hissing flames, which, Inpping thelr
heads, faces, and hands, left terrible burns
behind, The hich snow banks which lined
the road and enme almost to a level with
the enr-windows afforded the imprisoned

assengers n possible means of safely,

Men, women, and children jumped or
were foreed through the windows, The
majority fell fnto the snow and rolled over
and over down thesteep hillside.  All who
were in the baveage-car escaped with
their lives, although several were badly
burned.

The heat in the engine eab was terrible.
The engineer, Patriek Sexton, could see
rothing but fame and smoke ahead of Liim.
When the train entered the oil he thouglit
1t would speedily pass through it without
great danger, and he pulled the throttle
wide open. The bLurning ofl, however,
ran faster than the engine. and the woeod-
work of the cab was soon i flames,
Down the grade, through the heat and
flame and smoke, thundered the train,
Seeing that he could not run through the
flames, the enghicer reversed his engine,
and with his fireman, Mike Walsh, jumped
wmto the snow.

Onall sides were heard the erashing
of ‘the giess and the deafening roar of
the flames, It seemed ns if we were
all doomed to burn to death. The situa-
tion was terribie.
were picked up by strong bands and bodi-
Iy thrown through the windows. They
fared better than the few who dashed
throtgh the doors into the ocean of fames
which surged to and fro like huge wayes
upon the bed of the road. Those who
jumped from the windows landed in great
drifts of snow, while those who went
through the doors had their hands, faces,
and clothing badly burned. 1 started
down the aisle of the ear, but the heat
was 80 awful that it made my bead
swim., It was impossible to move, The
cur swayed to and fro like a ship in o
heavy sea. The windows offered the
only means of escape, and 1 told Mary
that we must jump through the window,
1 arranged her cloak about ber head, pick-
ed ber up bodlly, and, mustering all my
strength, dashed ber head-foremost through
the window. 1 then picked up a little girl
who was erying and threw her out of the
same window, Andthen I made the jump
of my Jife, landing in a snow-drift. My
monstache and my hair were only slightly
singed, My sister rolled down the bank,
but without a serateh.
