RIGHT OF LYNCHBURG TO IMPOSE A
COLLATERAL-INMERITANCE TAX.

This case was decided in the Supreme
Court of Appeals day before yesterday.
The Common Couneil of the city of
Lynchburg imposed a collaleral-Inberitance
tax of 5 per centum upon the real estate of
0. Schoolficld, deceased, which
passed by his will to his nephews and
nieces, and the widow of John T. Hum-
phreys, residing in that city. T'he value of
this projerty was $52,081.74, the tax upon
which was 410400, The colleetion of
this tax was stayed by injunction in the
Qircuit Court of the city of Lynehburg.
At the November term, 1882, the Cirenit
Court decided that 832,200 worth of this
perty befng situated in the city of Lynch-
m" . the levy of the tax upon this part
of the property was legal and authorized,
and illegn] as to the residue of the property
situated ontside of Lynchburg, From this
decree an & | was taken to the Court of
Anpeals, 'Fle;:wurt held that there is no
authorliy im the charter of the cuy of
Lynebburg expressly civen to the Common
Council to levy a collaterakinberitance tax,
althongh the subjects ennmeruted therein
are very numerous, The pretext for the
autbority to levy thistax I8 based solely on
the 33d section of chapter 54 of the Code.

Under the act of March 2, 1854, section
15, which imposed a tax upon eollateral in-

{14th Gratt.) upon the ground that the tax
wvas a violation of the Constitulion of the
State, which providad for uniformity and
equality of taxation. In that ease it was
i that the provision for uniformity
and equality of taxation applied to every
species of tax, and that this tax was o tax
ou property, and wuas a violation of the
Constitution of the State, which provided
that all taxes should be equal and umform:
and on the other hand it was contended
that this tax was nol a tax on property, bt
a tax on the transitus of property.

This Court In that case said the Legis!a-
ture possesses the full, absolute, sovercign
power of taxation, excepl =o far as it way
be surrendered to the General Government,
e interdicted by the Constitution of the
United States, or as it may be controlled
by the restmetions or mandates of the Con-
stitution of the State. And this power
should be upheld end sustained as essen-
tial to the very existence of the govern-

Upon an inspection of the eharter of the
city of Lynchhurs (Sessfon Acts, 1870-"80)
we find Ifm subjects upon which the eity is
anthorized to levy a tax enumerated at
wreat length, until they seem to cover
every conceivable subject which might tind
place in a tax-list, and yet we find no au-
thority for the levying of this tax. Under
the suthorities cited and a plain rule of
construction we cannot ¢onclude other-
wise than that, for ressons decmed wise,
the Legislature intended to withhold this
power: and we are of opinion that the de-
clsion of the learned Judge of the Cireuit
Court, that this power was to be found in
section 35 of chapter 4. is not sustained
by the termsyf that section—this is not u
property-tax us we bave seen.

In the light of the autborities and upon
reason the concluding sentence eannot be
construcd 1o apply to other subjects of
taxation than such as are assessed anonually
with State taxes. The provision is gen-
eral, and was intended Lo apply to the gen.
eral subjects of taxation, such as are pro-
viged for taxes generally, and ought not to
be extended to inelude a special power to
levy this special tax unless the authority
be expressly given by law, And we cannot
but believe that the Leglslature would
ever in its wisdom grant this power with-
ot plucing some limit upon this grant of

We are unanimonsly of opinion that the
Cireuait Court erred in its deeree appenled
from, and the raid decree mist be reversed
and annulled.
