.. sBbstitotins a Hoard of Railroad Com¬
missioner* lor the present llallrond Com-
mbKioner of tbe Stnte, and delinlnir thc
duties and powers of such Board, and re-

paalins the act of March SI, 1877, In re¬

ference to tbe Mid 0-ommb.aloner," re¬

ported from the Committee on Hoads, and
now pendine in tbs House, fte.:
Whereas railroad* created under tbe au-

j tbority of tbe State are In tbe nature of
public htfrhvvsvs, and should Ix* operated
not atone (or tbe pur*K>*es of *irivate {tain
but for the Interest and convenience of the

people ns well; and whereas it is the duty
of tie Lejrtelature to uipervise the oitera-
tlons ot roch railroad* and prevent any un-

luat or discriminating charges on the one

hand and allow a fair and reasonable profit
on tbe other: therefore

\. Heit enacted by the General Assembly
of Virginia, That there shall be for this
tftate a Board of Railroad Commissioner).,
eonstettoff of three competent persons, one

of whom shall be n man of c.\->er{ence in
railroad matters, who shall lie elected >>y
the Joint vote of the two house* of thc
.General Assembly, and whose term of of¬
fice shall commence on the 1st dav of
March. 1884. Their regular term of office
shall be alx years; but of those first elected
under thia act, one shall hold office two

years, one four years, and one six years.
so ss to have an election of one of -aid
commissioner* every two years.

2. Said Board shall have a clerk, to Ih>

appointed '7 themselves wlio shall keep a

faithful record of the proceedings of said
Board, serve notices, and perform such
other official dillie* as may bc required of
bim by tbe Hoard.

,-t. No person shall hold the office of com¬

missioner or clerk who is in the employ¬
ment, directly or Indirectly, of a railroad
corporation, or who owns or is interested,
directly or indirectly, In any stock, bonds,
or other securities'of any such corpora¬
tion, and each of said officers shall take nu

oath to that effect in addition to tbs usual
oath of office, before entering upon tbe dis¬
charge ot his duties; and such oaths, in¬
cluding the usual oath of office, shall lie
taken and subscribed before*and tiled in
the office of the Secretary of the Common¬
wealth.

4. Oue of the members of the said board,
to be desicn nt cd by the General Assembly,
ahull bc the president thereof, and shall
attend regularly at the office of the satd
board during bushiest* hours when not
elsewhere engaged upon his official busi¬
ness, and shall be specially charged with
the business and duties of the board, In¬
cluding tbe collection of statistic and in¬
formation, attention to correspondence,
investigations, and other like matter*.

5. Rcaalsr sessions ot the said board shall he
bud st their office at least once every month, com¬
mencing «n such days as thc board shall lix. and
sj-cclal sessions mar be bsd at any time on < "ill ol'
thc president, er any t .<> mt ml-crs upon n-illcc hy
mali, and such session* shall occupy at least sixty
.lays In each year; snd it shall he the duly of nfl
iii- members to attend upon such session*: pro¬
vided, however, that for purposes of investigation
or heart!!* evidence the board n.sy mvet elsewhere
thsn at their-aid office. Thc records of the said
board sha|I be kept lu Mich office, which -.lull Vin
thc city ol Richmond.
6. The board may employ temporarily sn sc-

cou i; Ls ni, stilled in thc method,, of railroad ac-

countiuB, who -brill, under tts dir-, ellon, supervise
Ute methods by which the accounts of c..11.ora¬
tions pertain*-; railroads are kept, and may also
employ any other expert whose services thev may
deem to be temporarily of linpoiunce.

7. The iw.at.i shall have general supervision of
ad rs ilroods in this Mate (>i>erat*d by steam, and
shall examine U.c same, snd keep themselves In¬
formcS as to Uh* condition of Bil such railroad-,
and especially as to all such matters us are speci¬
fied In tbe tenth section of this set.
8. Kverv railroad corporation shall at all timer,

t.n request, furnish to lbj hoard aiiy information
rtj'julitd by it concerning the condition, opera-I
lion, snd management of such cor|K.ralion. snd
particularly copies ot all lease*, contracts, snd
agreements with express or transportation , om-!
panics and otter railroad companies to which lt
msy kc a party.
S. avery such corpo-atlon shall at least once every

year, and st sll other times when requested hythe
board, furnish such hoard with Its schedule-and
tlnn-tahlc-', mid jil (Ls rntc-ol chars: s for trans¬

porting freight snd pa.-.-. ngeis. Including its
through rau*s for terminal |>olnts within or be*
youd the limits of thc Stile, sud its local rates fur
all polnu within the State, and including alsos
st .lenient of nil rebate* or discount-'allowed upon
mich rates as to any fretfrht or class of in tj.-ht-
lrausporti-,1 over Its Hue. or any part thereof, and
also Including the terms inion which It prorates
with sll connecting lines of railroad lu charges
for freight and psaseii er- transported hy it and
such other linc or linc* of railroad.
