M. Mitis, Acling
Chief Signal offieer (of the Weather Bu-
reau), which gives tables to show that
there 15 no law of eompensation asto riins,
or necessary sequence of wet and dry sea-
sons,  We had reached the same conclusion
from the facts first, that the beal snnually
given out by the sum is probably a
constant quantity, as we suppose, and
as a college professor once said to us
be inferred was the case; sceondly, from
the fact that the sun probably evaporates a
constant quantity of water annually; and,
thirdly, that the quantity of wuter that
falls in a year wpon the globe is therefore
probably a econstant quantity. But we
know that the quontity of water that falls
in England annually 18 not thesame as falls
in Californin or Egypt annually, We
know that there are regions where no rain
falls; and others where it rains onec in ten
ar twelyve years, It seems to us that it re-
quires no further evidence to prove that
there cannol possibly be sny sequence of
wet and dry seasons that can be predicted
from or based upon rans or anything
elee, There is  such an  immense
quantity of water falling upon the
rlobe every year that an inch or
two, more or less, of rainfall in Mareh or
May at any given place cannot possibly in-
dicate any searcity or supersbundance of
rain in June or Augnst ut the same place,
But, more than all else, is indicated in
the fact that two inches of rain falling on
four different days—a half-inch ot a time—
when most needed by the erops will do
more good than ten inches falling at other
times.
In a word, there is nothing in the weather
wao have had during March that ought to
occgsion the least uneasiness as to the
weather that is to foilow during the year,
It may be a dry yeur or it may bea wet
year. Nobody can tell.
Of course we do not take any stock in
the New York Herald's theory of the in-
ereased netivity of the sun, if it means that
it gets hotter, I 1t were true that the sun
cave out o great deal more heat one year
than another, and evaporated o great deal
more water one year than another, then
this globe of ours woukl not be governed
by laws, but would be at the merey of the
king of day. Nobody ecounld tell but that
next year every bit of vegetation upon it
would be ghrivelled up by the intensity of
the sun’s heat,

the case will probably attract wide notice,
Two weeks ago Orrin 8, Todd, a farmer
living in Tolland, purchased a horse, Bew
leving the horse hud a cold, he proceeded
totreat it fn various ways, One of his
methods was to hlow smoke in the horse’s
nostrils. This eansed the animal to sneeze,
Wlowing partieles of mucus into Todd’s
face,

A woeek or so aro Todd was taken sick,
The symptoms were at first helieved to be
those of pneumonin, Later they assnmed
those of rheumatism, being followed by a
swelling of the joints and the breakinz-ont
of the face with plmples or blisters and dis-
charges from the nostrils, Dr. Jolinson,
of Manstield, hiad charge of the ease, and
was satisfied that it was an aetual ease of
glanders communicated from the horse,
A consultation of physicians was held a
day or so ago, and the verdict wis the
same a8 found by Dr. Johngon. Medical
atil wus unavailing and  the sufferer died
yesterday after terrible sutfering, Loeal
physiclans say that deaths from primary
clanders have for some time been known
to the profession, but the Todd case estab-
