Death of Charles O'Conor,

Charles O’Conor died at Nantueket,
Mass,, yesterday morning,  His death had
for a few days past been momentarily ex-
peeted.  He oceupied a distinguished po-
sition among the great lawyers this coun-
try has produced. His prominenee was
inereased by the success with which, in
conjunction with Mr. Tilden, be prose
cuted the ring eases against the municipal
officers of New York in 1873, breaking up
the Tweed régimé and accomplishing
a peaceful revolution in the wovern-
ment of that eity.  Charles O'Conor
was born in New York in 1804, =oon
after the arrival of his parents from
Ireland, He obtained the elements of
a classical education, and taking up the
study of Jaw, was in 1824 admitted to the
bar. He was employved in the Forrest di-
voree case, the Lemon slayve case, and other
important cases, some of which involved
very large amounts, and was also of coun-
s¢] for President Jefferson Davis,  He was
a zealous Demoerat.  As long ago as De-
eember, 1875, Mr, O'Conor's life was de-
spaired of, but his wonderiul constitution
and great power of will enabled him to
survive what for awhile was thought to be

Upon eutering the stablesvard of the

Early Honse the hostler started to lead
MeCaull’s horse into the stable, when Me-
Caull told him not to do so, as the liorse
was not his property, and the owner wis
in search of him. A friend argued with
him, telling him that it was his horse: but
MeCaull stontly persisted that it was not,
and sand he was afrmd that be would be
arrested for horse-stealing.

After dismounting MeCaull went to a
room, While talking with a friend there
he acted very strangely, showing plainly
that his mind was disordered,  He talked
in a subdued whisper, and repeatedly takd
his friend to lower the tone of his voice.

Iis friend went out of the room, and
was absent about an hour, ani when he
returned with Colonel James, MeCaull was
dead —shot through the bram—with a
smith & Wesson 42-calibre pistol lying on
the table where he had dropped it. The
heavy ball had entered the right stde of
lis head, just above the ear, and eame out
on the left side.

A memorandum-look found In one of
MoCanil’s pockets eonta ned a conzlomeris
tion of ideas, which were unintelligible,
showing that he had been demented for
soveral days.
