Why, then, |
could not a citizer. of Virginia at that time
sue Virginia? Becanse, we repeat, no such
case could arise under the (‘onsl!tulluu.l
Its langusgze negatived the idea, Let us
quote it again:

Article I1l.. section il., paragraph 1:
«The judiclal power [of she United States)
shallextend * * * tocontroversies between
two or more Stales; hetween o State and
cltizens of another State; between eltizens
of different States ; between citizens of the
same State elaiming lands under grants of
different States: and belween a State, or
the citizens thercol, and foreign States,
citizens, or, subjects.”

The elear implication is that though the
judicial power of the United States ex-
tended to controversies ** between a State
and citizens of another State ' it did not
extend to controversies between a State
and her own citizens,

What has been done to change that state
of things? Nothing whatever. The elev-
enth amendment must be read, as it was |
mennt to be, simply as a repealing act. It
provides as follows :

“The judicial power of the United
Stales shall NOT be construed to extend
to any suit in law or equity commenced or

roscented againgt one of the United States

citizens of another State, or by ecitizens
or subjects of any foreign State,”

The Constitution bad provided that the
Judicial power of the United States should
extend to controversies between a State
and ecitizens of another State. Buot the
people, not liking this teature of the Con-
stitution, repealed it by adopting an
amendment declaring that the judietal
power of the United States shonid NOT
extend to sueh cases. Read in this light,
the amendment cannot possibly have the
meaning that Judge Huaues has attached
to it.

So nosuch ease a3 o suit against a State
by one of her own citizens can possibly
arlse under the Constitution and laws of the
United States.

Again: I the Constitution provided in
terms that the Judicial power of the United
states should not extend to controversics
between a State and ber own citizens, Mr,
RovaLy would admit that no such case
could possibly arise under the Constitution
of the United States. Now, this is just
what the Constitution does in effect. It
does by necessary implication deay the
ris bt of a eitizen to sue his own State in
the Federal courts. Consequently such a
case eannot arise under the Constitution of
the United States,

In a word, a case esnnot arise under the
Constitution which that Constitution for-
bide to arlse, Otherwise every limiting
clause In the Constiiution might be set
aside by simply alleging that the case arose
under the Constitution. The very point
at lssue is whether such a case can arise
under the Constitution, We say emphati-
eally, No. Mr. RovaLL suys, Yes, 1t we
ask him why, be can only say, It arises un-
der the Constitution because it arises un-
der the Constitution, or because it is al-
Jeged in @ ill of complaint that it thus
arises,

The Federal Constitution provides that
the Judicial power of the United States
shall extend to controversies between two
or more States, Now, suppose that the
eleventh amendment provided tuat the
Federal judicial power should not extend
to controversics between States, and sup-
pose the city of Richmond were to sue the
clty of Petersburg in a Federal court, and
the court should assume Jurisdiction on
the ground that to provide that Stafes
should not be sued In the Federal courts
was 1o provide that counties might be
so sued. Here would be a case where
the Constitution had to be construed,
and in which for that reason and because
it arose under the Federal Constitution,
the Federal courts bad jurisdiction. Will
Mr, RovaLL say that this would be good
law? Yet it is exactly the plea he sets up
in behaif of Judge Hvouss's extraordinary
decision. Judge Huomes has lo construe
the Constitution o a case of which the
Constltution forbids hhlhuhlwbdlo-

A FATAL CAVE-LN,
A Section of a Railroad Track Sinks Out of
Sight, Carrying n Workman Dewn.

A speeinl from Shenandoah, Pa., dated
Thursday, says: About 9 o'clock this
morning, just aler the morning passenger
train left bere on the Shenandoah branch
of the Reading railroad, the trackmen dis-
covered the railrond to be sinking, The
danger signals were raised, and the trains
north and =outh were notitied, A large
force of men were put to work to fill up
the breach, which at this time appeared in-
significant. The men had searcely got to
work before the surface upon which they
stood began to tremble, and an instant
later a terrible erash was heard. A por-
tion of the road-bed sank out of sight and
went down fully 200 feet.  All the labor-
ers escaped but Thomas Christ, of Mahae
noy Plane, who went down with the track
and was seen nomore. The terror-stricken
track-hands saw him go down and were
afraid to go near the treacherous hole,
which is ahout twenty feet wide. The
alarm was soon given. The whole com-
munity w.s soon at the scene. The husi-
ness on that branch of the road was almost
suspended, and must remain so untii the
breach is filled up,  The large hole 18
surrounded by many hundreds of people,
and miners, with their naked  lights
on their heads, nre moving to-und-fro, will-
ing torisk their lives in rescuing Christ,
but on account of the peculiar condition
of the workings, and owmg to the
great depth, it would be death to any one
to go into the breach, A large portion of
the publie road 1s threatened, and more
serious cavesins are expected during the
night.

A vote of 135,000 marks has been unani-
mousl nted to the doctors who have
risk til:lr Hyes In their brave and
thorough invest gation of the causos from
which the eholera is supposed to spring,
and that, too, in its most unhealthy hot-
beds among the swamps of India, The
hero of the hour at Berlin at present 18 Dr.
Koch, the president of the commission,
who has just returned from India, where
he has discovered the cholera germ. In
appearance he s deseribed as of medium
height, very thin, with a serious, energetic,
spirituelle “student’s face. His beard 18
brown, but his hair is becoming gray, and
this, together with his glasses, makes
him seem t» be older than forty
or forty-one years. He studied med-
feine at Gottingen, and afterward pur-
sued hls microscopic studies of bac-
teria at Breslau under Professor Cohn.
Gehelmer Rath Koch has been known to
the seientific world for some time as a con-
scientious and accurate ohserver, but to
the nsan-seientific world his pume was un-
known until his discovery of the cholera
arm, It now promises Lo he as famous as
that of Jenner or Haryer, Dr. Koch s to
receive 100,000 marks, and the remainder
will be divided between his two assistants
and the analytical chemlst who aecompi-
nied the party. The grand banquet in
their honor took plare on the 13th instant
m the Central [Hotel, Berlin, They had a
specinl andience with the Emperor, and
were lately at a dinner given on
their aceonnt by the Minister of the Inte-
rior. Germany has in former years suf-
tered much and frequently from visitations
of the eholera,  Ttis therefore easy to com-
prehend with what feelings of gratitude
and thankfulness any one must be rezarded
wha ean really help to ward off the inrouds
of the disease,
