A Klan Without a Face.* f 

[LondonQlote. : 

There is to be" seen at Landrecies, in 
the department of the north, an invalid 
artillery soldier, who was wounded in 
in the late Franco-German war, when 
he was horribly mutilated by the burst­
ing of a Russian shell. The man's face 
was literally blown off, including both 
eyes, there being left behind some 
scanty, remnants of the osseous and mus­
cular systems. The skull, which is well 
covered with hair, was left intact, so 
that the man had a most hideous and 
ghastly appearance. 

This disfigurement has been completely 
concealed by a mask, which was made 
for him under the direction of the prin­
cipal medical officer of Yal de Grace, in 
Paris, whither he had been trans­
ferred from the field ambulance. The 
mask was constructed by a surgeon-
dentist named Delalain. It includes a 
false palate and a complete set of falso 
teeth; and it is so perfect that the 
functions of respiration, which were nec­
essarily and imperfectly performed, are 
almost completely restored to their 
normal condition, and the voice, which 
was rather husky, has resumed its 
natural tone. The mau speaks distinctly, 
the sense of smell, which had entirely 
disappeared, has returned, and lie can 
even play the flute. Ho wears two false 
eyes, simply to fill up the cavities of the 
orbits, for the parts representing the eyes 
in the mask are closcd. In fact the mask 
is so well adapted to what remains of the 
real face as to be considered one of the 
finest specimens of the prothetic art that 
could bo devised. 

The man himself, whoso name is 
Moreau, and who is in perfect health, is 
looked upon as a living curiosity, and 
travelers go a good deal out of their way 
to see him. llis face, or rather his mask, 
is, of course, without any expression, 
but his spccial senses, particularly that 
of touch, are extremely developed, and 
ho goes by the soubriquet of "l'homme a 
la tete de cire." He wears the military 
cross of honor, and delights to talk about 
what he had gone through during the 
war. To add to his meager pension he 
sells a small pamphlet containing a full 
description of his wounds, and of the 
apparatus that has been so skillfully de­
vised as to render liim at least present­
able to his fellow creatures. 

Dickons lu 1812.

Charles Dickens, when he first visited 

Washington in 1843, was just entering 
his 80th year. He was a middle-sized, 
somewhat fleshy person, and he wore a 
brown frock coat, a red-figured vest and 
a fancy scarf cravat, that concealed the 
collar and was fastened to the bosom in 
rather voluptuous folds by a double pin 
and chain. His hair, which was long 
and dark, grew low upon the brow, had 
a wavy kink where it started from the 
head, and was corkscrewed as it fell on 
either side of his face. His forehead re­
treated gradually from the eyes, without 
any marked protuberance, save at the 
outer angle, the upper portion of which 
formed a prominent ridge a little within 
the assigned position of the organ of 
ideality. The eyeballs completely filled 
their sockets. The aperture of the lids 
was not large, nor the eye uncommonly 
clear or bright, but quick, moist and ex­
pressive. The nose was slightly aquiline, 
the mouth of moderate dimensions, mak­
ing no great display of the teeth, the 
facial muscles occasionally drawing the 
upper lip most strongly on the left side 
as the mouth opened in speaking. His 
features, taken together, were well pro­
portioned, of a glowing and cordial 
aspect, with more animation than grace, 
and more intelligence than beauty.

The Year Vtlkeatt^i 
iniscences »f m Septuagenarian. 

Mrs. Sarah B. Wadsworth contributes 
the following to JPhe Rochester Democrat 
and Chronicle: .1 was a child, .8 years 
of age, in 1816, ana Well remember the 
privations endured1' by "the settlers hi 
central Now York during that and the 
succeeding year. The past winter re­
minded me ot the winter of 1815-18, for 
it was cold and boisterous. • My father 
had moved into this state from Massa­
chusetts, with a large family and rented 
a farm in Jamesville, Onbnaago county. 
I had to walk a mile to attend school, so 
the storms of that long, tedious winter 
arc firmly impressed on my mind. 

As the season advanced we had a 
good yield of maplc'sugar, from a sugar 
bush on the farm, so we were supplied 
with that commodity. And by the way, 
farmers in those days were more skillful 
in sugaring off than at present. Local 
sugar was at that time $1 a pound, for 
prices went up during the war of 1812, 
and were still maintained. On that ac­
count maple sugar in the country was 
used almost entirely for the table and 
cooking. I have seen it as white and 
nicely grained as granulated sugar. 
There was no fruit that season excepting 
strawberries, which were sheltered by . 
the clover and grass in the meadows, 
and grew very nearly the size of ordinary 
cultivated strawberries. We preserved 
gallons of those berries, and those, with 
dried apples, were the only sauce I recol­
lect on the table that year. As there 
were frosts every month in the year, ex­
cepting August,the raspberries, currents, 
goose), erries and blackberries were , all 
cut off. 

The garden was planted again as the 
frost killed the vegetables, but after the 
third planting was frostbitten, it was 
too late to raise anything. No corn was 
matured; I do not recollect whether any 
"set" or not, but when the hogs were 
shut up to fatten there was nothing on 
which to fatten them, and when they 
were killed there was no lard, and the 
pork was so lean it had to bo fried in 
butter. My father went forty miloB to 
hity a load of potatoes for winter use. 
Grass, clover and wheat did well, so wo 
had plenty of milk, cream, butter and 
bread, but when a cow was killed to salt 
for winter there was no tallow to make 
candles. There were of course no apples, 
peaches, plums or peal's. 

Severe thunder-storms, accompanied 
with high winds, prevailed during the 
summer, and I recollect my father hav­
ing to brace himself against the 
outside sitting room door and add 
his strength to the fastenings 
to prevent it from being blown open. 
Those were north or northwest winds. 
There was a fire on the hearth almost 
every evening during that summer, and 
when the neighbors dropped in to spend 
the evening the weather was a prolific 
topic of conversation. The cause of the 
unpropitious season was believed to be 
the numerous spots on the sun. I re­
member well smoking glass over a candle 
to look at tho sun many times during 
that summer. I do not recollect how 
much of the sun's surface was obscured, 
but there was sometimes a largo spot, 
which appeared through the smoked 
glass to be an inch and a half in 
diameter, and at other times a string of 
small spots. They were so numerous 
that smoking glass and looking at tho 
sun was our principal pastime. 

Father was by trade a worker in iron, 
and had a "forge" or bloomcry where I10 
manufactured bar-iron. One afternoon 
in June the boys went after the cows, 
and as they walked along the road one 
uf them almost stepped on a rattlesnake 
coiled up ready to strike. My brother 
was so frightened he gave a tremendous 
jump, which cleared the snake, and they 
all ran home. Father took a mink trap 
with hi m and captured the snake alive, 
and as ho wanted to keep it he took it 
into the forge where it was warm. The 
night was cold and frosty, and at mid­
night when the men quit work he put 
tho cage on the warm anvil so his snake-
ship should not get cliilled. The doors 
and windows were open, and the next 
morning they found their prize killed by 
the cold. 

The succeeding year was quite as 
disastrous to the surrounding com­
munity. There was such an unpre­
cedented rainfall that the summer re­
ceived the name of the wet season, and 
frosts were quite frequent. We raised 
plenty of potatoes, beets, carrots and 
parsnips that year, but fruit was again 
cut off. There were two large orchards 
011 our place and father had built fires in 
the stumps each frosty night until the 
29tli of June, I t**£k it was. On that 
day, which was Saturday, mother and 
the girls had been very busy baking and 
cooking for the Sabbath, so there was a 
large lire in the kitchen. During the 
day* which had began warm and 
pleasant, a heavy thunder shower had 
come up, accompanied with high winds 
and hail, which beat the wheat and 
grass flat; and when it cleared off, the 
north wind lowered the temperature 
very fast, but no one thought of frost, 
until 9 in the evening, when some one 
came in and said all the puddles of water 
along the roadside were frozen over as 
thick as window-glass. Father went out 
and fired the stumps again, but it was 
too late. 

The children climbed the trees in the 
orchard over and over again to see if 
some fruit had not escaped the frost (for 
apples were as large as good-sized plums 
when they were cut off), but without 
success. To our great surprise, one day 
in August one of my sisters found a 
large sweet harvest apple on the ground 
by the kitchen door. One of the boys 
quickly climbed tbe tree, and on a 
branch which hung under the eaves by 
the kitchen, he picked a peck of apples. 
They were very large and delicious. The 
foliage was injured by the June frost, 
but had grown out again usually dense, 
and had effectually screened them. On 
the limb of a peach tree, sheltered by 
the carriage-house eaves we found two 
large ripe peaches. 

When tho wheat was fit to cut it rained 
almost incessantly. What was cut 
could not be dried to bind in sheaves, 
and that which was uncut lodged with 
the rain and it all sprouted and began to 
grow. Tho flour we used that winter 
was made from grown wheat, and the 
breajd was something to be remembered. 
Motlier experimented and found the best 
bread was made by heating the flour, so 
she would put the quantity required for 
a bakinz in tho kneading-trough, have 
her flat-irons hot, and iron the flour. 
The bread, though very sweet, did not 
rise well, and Was so sticky it could 
hardly be swallowed. Indeed it was a 
standing joke that to eat the bread you 
must first grease your mouth and throat.
