Horror* of the Pablie Execntlon ef 
a Japanese Criminal.

Iu a couple of 
minnffis,' though it seemed longer, the 
bltedy point of the instrument emerged 
from the sufferer's shoulder, and a 
slight exclamation of satisfaction escaped 
the crowd. Then the executioner went 
to the other side with another bamboo 
and did the same thing. During all 
this there was not a single groan or cry 
for mercy from the man. 

At this juncture, to my surprise, the 
executioner and his assistants picked up 
the remaining bamboos ana walked 
away. I inquired what they meant and 
yras told the execution was over. It was 
customary to leave the man that way, 
and he would die in a couple of hours or 
so. The bamboos would remain in bi»n 
until he had expired. A Japanese ex­
ecutioner is taught to carefully avoid 
the vital organs so as not to bring death 
too quickly, and the executioner's repu­
tation is gauged by the length of time nis 
victim lives. 

• Blll*PoitiDg on a Large Scale.

In the winter of 1849-50, avoungsign-
painter, of Brooklyn, finding his business 
very dull, amused himself by going along 
the Harlem road and painting his name, 
occupation and business on ul the rocks 
and fences. Several business men were 
struck with the idea and employed the 
young man to blazen advertisements for 
them in various localities. Soon after, 
securing a large number of contracts for 
the work, he traveled with his brush and 
paint up the Missouri river, ftTftrrfging 
his peculiar talents on the bare crags of 
the Rocky mountains. He journeyed 
into Oregon and daubed her pyramids. 
Doijgn the golden valley of the Sac, oyer 
the granite cliffs of the Humboldt range 
he went, leaving behind him staring 
legends of "liver, pills," "ague pads," 
etc., to terrify the wondering savage and 
buffalo. We are happy to say he was 
shot at several times and had to ran to 
gave his wretched hide. 

He was pursued soon after by a rival 
as fearless and unscrupulous as hiwmAif 
Finally, the two went into partnership, 
and bet ween them transformed the coun­
try iato a vast bill-board. They estab­
lished their headquarters in New York, 
and undertook, at specified rates, to ad­
vertise merchants, etc., in as few or 
ntany states as desired. In 1880 the 
manager of this business, the quondam 
Brooklyn sign#ainter, now a million­
aire, declared |hat he and his partner 
bad traveled 1,500,000 miles, and painted 
90,000 signs, and used 500 barrels 4f lin­
seed oil an#150 tons of white lead. This 
was beforethe two retired from active 
participation in the manual part of the 
business. They now have; this work 
done by their 1,800 agents, through whom 
they can work the whole United Stattif 
on the bill-board plan. They charge 
for billing a patent medicine in seven­
teen states 130,000.

In the matter of 
clothes the stuff was meaner, the food 
coarser, and wages were one-half what 
they are . at present A man who per­
formed unskilled labor—sawed 
mended roads, mixed mortar, carried 
wood to the carpeinter or ndpsd' )n 
harvest time—received > two abillmga a 
day. If at the end of the week he took 
home to his family fifteen shillings—a 
sum now about as much as (4—he was 
lucky, indeed. It was only by the 
strictest economy that the half-starved 
mechanic could raise his family. . . 

His dwelling possessed few of the orna­
ments and refinements which decorate 
many a mechanic's home tjNlay. Oar-
pets wore unheard of; sand sprinkled 
on on the floor served instead. Glass 
and chinaware were , unknown, apd 
pewter furnished the material for all 
the table ware. Hatches were unheard 
of and cooking stoves not invented The 
wife struck alight with a. flint or bor­
rowed some coals from a neighbor, and 
cooked a rude coarse meal. He was 
lucky if he tasted fresh meat once a 
week. Corn was 3 shillings a bushel, 
wheat 8 shillings and 0 pence, a pound 
of salt pork 10 pence. Fruits were com­
paratively unknown. Cantaloupes, to­
matoes, rhubarb, cauliflower, egg plant, 
lettuce and many varieties of pears and 
peaches were unheard of 100 years ago, 
and such luxuries as oranges and 
bananas were unknown even to the rich, 
while the box gmpe was the only delicacy 
in the grape line that oame to the 
market. 

The clothing of the citizen was such 
as no tramp would wear nowadays. 
Coarse leather breeches, acheckted shirt, 
red flannel jacket , rusty hat cockcd at 
the corners, shoes of neatskin set off with 
brass buckles, and a .leather apron, com­
pleted the citizen's scant wardrobe. The 
leather was creased to keep it soft and
