The Election. 
The election, proper, is over, and 

the board of county commissioners 
are now making a canvas of the re­
turns, and so far as could be learned 
it seems that John M. Ruggles, for 
register of deeds, R. If. Ink for 
sheriff, W. S. Lauder for county at­
torney, J. R.Buxton for judge of 
probate, C. A. Wells for school su­
perintendent, Theo. Doerr for com­
missioner, J. W. Blanding for coun 
ty surveyor, and C. Wiensma 
for coroner, are elected, giving the 
so-called farmers' ticket Buxton 
and Ink in the list of coun­
ty officials, it being unknown 
as to who has the most votes in 
the county for the legislature, 
except in the case of Mr. Stebbins 
on whom there was no fight, leaving 
him to run, very likely, far ahead of 
his ticket. But McCumber has 
been repudiated at home where he 
was and is known, the votes in 
Wahpeton for the legislature stand­
ing, Pyatt for the council, 265; Steb­
bins, for lower house, 362, and 
McCumber 196. Prom this morn­
ing's Argus, a summary of the votes 
cast in the district, shows as follows:

Thus, the indications are that D. 
H. Twomey and C. D. Austin are 
elected for the upper house, and 
that S. E. Stebbins, Thos. M. Pugh, 
H. S. Oliver, and P. J. McCumber 
are the four highest for the lower 
house, McCumber being the lowest 
on the list, with the vote not all in 
including the greater part of Rich­
land county. Oliver and Pugh 
were independents. 

Notice was served on the board of 
commissioners this morning that 
the vote in the towns of Belford and 
Norway would be contested, the first 
on the ground that they were not 
counted where polled, but taken 
away to a private dwelling and 
counted in a locked room; and at 
Norway on the grounds that proper 
notice was not put up and that the 
polls were not opened according to 
law, the contest being urged by P. 
H. Hackett and Sheriff Propper, for 
whom Mr. A. Greenhoot appeared. 
The county attorney, W. E. Purcell, 
decided that the board had no juris­
diction in the premises, but to go on 
and make the count as usual, and 
that, in substance, the contestants' 
claims, &c., should go to Judge Hud­
son. . It seems that there have been 
irregularities in the towns mention­
ed. And it is a remarkable thing 
that Milnor, Sargent county, should 
poll nearly 400 votes. It is doubt­
ful, from this distance, whether 
there are as many inhabitants in 
the place. 

The Presidential Situation. 
We clip the following from last 

night's St. Paul Dispatch, which 
paper claims the election of Blaine: 

New York, Nov. 6, 3:30 p. m.— 
Total returns so far received from 
New York, with 57 election districts 
to hear from, give Blaine 552,849 
and Cleveland 552,234, a Republican 
plurality of 615. This includes 
every county in the state and cor­
rection of figures heretofore received. 
Corrections are made upon complete 
official returns from the various 
counties. 

AN ADDRESS. 
The following address has just 

been issued: "Headquarters Nation­
al Republican Committee, New 
York City. The republican nation­
al committee rejoices that the re­
turns now received warrant it in 
announcing the triumphal election 
of Blaine and Logan."

LOOKS GOOD. 

New York, Nov. 6.—[Special]— 
Returns up to 3:30 p. m, show that 
Blaine has carried Indiana, Michi­
gan, and West Virginia, and has 
203 electoral votes, which elects 
him without New York. New 
York state complete, but unofficial, 
gives Blaine 621 plurality. Logan 
has no doubt whatever of success. 

Mayor Harrison of Chicago, tele­
graphed this morning that Illinois 
would give a democratic majority 
of 3000 to 4000. Advices received 
here are to the effect that West 
Virginia is now certain to go Demo­
cratic, assuring a solid south. Flags 
have been thrown to the breeze on 
prominent buildings and the demo­
crats are evidently preparing for a 
general jubilee. 

MANNING DECLARES HIMSELF. 
Daniel Manning, chairman of the 

democratic state committee, has 
sent the following to the New York 
Evening Post: By official returns re­
ported from ever county Cleveland 
and Hendricks have carried the 
State of New York by a safe and 
sure majority. No machinations, or 
false claims or pretended doubts of 
Blaine's managers can change this 
result. The friends of honest gov­
ernment and honest elections can be 
everywhere assured, that the demo­
cratic state board of canvassers will 
see that the true vote is correctly de­
clared. (Signed) 

DANIEL MANNING. 

In the German settlement one 
vote was cast for John M. Ruggles 
and that was by an American, but 
so far as heard from, four German 
voters claim that one vote. The in­
dications are that the people of the 
German settlement, for the most 
part, are sorry that they have been 
hoodwinked into voting against 
their old and staunch friend, John 
M. Ruggles, in the interest of men 
who would use them as tools, and 
for Mr. Hofford especially, who has 
never done them a favor. 

The public is now able to judge 
whether the people of Wahpeton 
wanted such a man as McCumber to 
to represent them in the legislature. 
They more than daubly plowed him 
under, giving him 196 votes out of 
438. The farmers, all summer, did 
not seem to want a young attorney, 
and Wahpeton in the caucuses 
showed a disposition to fight Mr. 
Pyatt, but when it was found 
that McCumber had unwarantedly 
taken the advantage of the situation 
and the farmers' weakness in the 
premises, thrusting himself upon 
them and upon the public, righteous 
indignation went back to Pyatt and 
gave him 265 votes for the upper 
house out of 438. If we were to 
have a young man the best public 
sentiment said (where it was able to 
judge) give us the best and most 
worthy of the two. Had Hugh 
Moore, R. II. Hankinson, or most 
any other man been placed second 
on the ticket instead of the McCura 
ber dead weight, there would have 
been, practically, no opposition in 
this county. 

Just after Mr. Hofford was 
brought out through the so-called 
farmers' convention at Dwight, that 
gentlemen came to Wahpeton and 
happened into our office, and among 
other thing3 observed that he would 
carry Wahpeton, that his friends 
assured him he would. And when 
we told him that John Ruggles 
would carry the town against him 
or any other man, he would not be­
lieve it, depending on the promises 
held out to him by the men pretend­
ing to be able to deliver the vote to 
him here. Wc could not make Mr. 
II. believe that he was being used as 
a tool to deliver the Scandinavian 
vote to men who could not obtain it 
in any other way. Thought we 
were entirely off our base—didn't 
knew what we were talking about, 
&c. What does Mr. Hofford think 
of the matter to-day ? Does he re­
alize that the men who were loudest 
in such promises have been abso­
lutely repudiated at home, where 
they are known? Does he realize 
that whatever the so-called farmers' 
movement did for him he is to it 
beholden, and that his Scandinav­

ian strmflth was died to farther 
the interests of men who did him' 
but precis little, if any good ? 

T. L. Taylor made a good show­
ing for sheriff, bat it was not as 
good as we had cause to expect. We 
had every reason to expect he would 
get a plurality vote here, but in­
stead of that, Sheriff Propper got a 
few votes more than double what 
Taylor did, iilr. Ink getting less 
than- either, the vote standing, 
Propper 240, Taylor 116, and Ink 
114. The sentiment of this town 
including the best men in it, on the 
merits of the three men respectively 
was manifestly for Taylor, but 
when it came to the contest, the 
larger vote seems to have drifted to 
the man many thought promising 
the greatest strength for the place 
in the county, Mr. Propper, and 
this was not altogether unexpected 
by Mr. Taylor's best friends. In 
the German settlement and in Nor­
way, Mr. Taylor had the best sort of 
encouragement, many of the best' 
men there assuring him that there 
was a disposition to down Sheriff 
Propper, and promised to surprise 
Taylor with his large vote, but the 
day before election in each of the 
mentioned places, a meeting was 
held by leading citizens, and it w as 
there decided to take up who ever-
appeared to be tbe stronger man 
against Propper, especially was this 
so in Norway, and Ink having what 
appeared to be two nominations and 
a certain element of strength, placed 
him before the voters and he, with 
others was put through with nearly 
the entire vote. Thus, was Taylor 
beaten out of many votes, that 
would otherwise have gone to him, 
and the man possessing the best 
merits for the position was defeated. 
The result is not known, but Tay­
lor gets something less than 400 
votes, Propper , less than 500, and 
Ink less than 700, in the county. 
Taylor made a good fight and every 
man working and voting for him 
did so knowing that he aided 
man worthy of the position, a man 
that, if elected would do himself 
and the county proud. However, 
he, his friends, and THE TIMES ac­
cepts the situation gracefully, as 
gracefully as possible.
