That one so young, and who had 
striven so hard to prepare herself 
for the duties of life should have 
been called away just before com­
pleting her preparatory work is 
one of those things that is hard 

. to understand. Yet so it was with 
Elanora Hamerlik, one of the 

i High School seniors of this city 
last week. 

She was taken suddenly and 
very seriously ill two weeks ago 
Tuesday with an acute form of 
appendicitis and the following 
Sunday she was taken to a local 
hospital, where everything was 
done that could be done to save 
her life and restore, her to her. 
friends, but to no avail. She pass-1 

-ed away last Wednesday evening 
at about 7 o'clock, and her fun­
eral took place from St. Adal­
bert's church at 10 o'clock Satur­
day morning, and was in charge 
of Rev. Fr. Gaydusek. Interment 
was made in Calvary cemetery. 

The pall bearers were Clifford 
v Braun, Edward Marsh, Albert Ba-

der, Ernest Weling, Fred Forma-
nek and Lewis Ujka. The flloral 
offerings were many and beauti­
ful, and the services were largely 
attended by her schoolmates and 
many other friends. Among those 
present were Frank and Miss An­
na Hamerlik, brother and sister 
from Pisek; Mrs. Chas. Walters, 
a sister residing at Minneapolis; 
John Hamerlik, a brother of 
Crookston, Minn., and his wife, 
and also her sister Miss Chris­
tine Hamerlik, who is teaching at 
Stirum. 

Elanora Hamerlik was prepar­
ing for graduation from the High 

^school of-this city at the ap­
proaching commencement, and 
stood well in her class. She-was 
also a member of the choir at St. 
Adalberts and a very popular 
young lady. She was 18 years of 
age, and the youngest of a family 
of eight children.

East San Diego, Cal., Apr. 6, 'is 
Editor Times, 

Wahpeton, N. D. ' f 
Dear Sir:— 

Since writing to you two weeks 
ago we have visited mran^ points 
of interest from a hist'orical point 
of view, for this locality marks 
the beginning of civilization in 
California. Besides, on account of 
the excellent harbor and the cli­
mate, some special government 
work is carried on. 

For instance, we took a boat 
and visited the government avia­
tion field on North Island. There 
are 135 enlisted iijen,. 28 officers 
15 aeroplanes in operitjion, aifd 
one hydro-aeroplane. From 9 to» 
12 in the morning, one can see 
air-men sailing about like birds. 
We passed the gun boat Colorado, 
lying at anchor, but they were 
coaling, and we could not enter. 

We also visited fort Rosecraris, 
which guards the entrance to the 
harbor. There we saw the ten-
inch, disappearing guns, and were 
shown all that visitors are allow­
ed to see. ^ 

A few days ago we drove dovm 
to the Mexican village .of Ti Jtipna 
We did not ga into'"the village, 
but crossed the line and came 
within a short distance of the 
town. Of course we had our pic­
tures taken on the international 
boundary line. 

Yesterday we paid a visit to the 
historic old place which is known 
as Old Town. Here the first white 
settlement was established in 1769 
by the Catholic missionaries. 
There we saw the original mis-* 
sion, now encased in frame to pro­
tect the old adobe.,walls, .tljfc, old 
mission bells, the first palm trae 
planted iri California in 1769, and 
so on. We also visited Romona's 
marriage place, one of the old 
mission compounds, built in 1825, 
and which is the scene of the 
story as told by Helen Hunt Jack­
son. It goes without saying that 
admission is. charged to the build­
ing; and, once in, there are a 
thousand and one relics and near 
relics for sale. In fact, I never 
saw a place where climate and 
historic incidents are so greatly 
capitalized in order to separate 
tourists from their money. On 
Sunday a bus driver was very anx­
ious to take us over to a Mexican 
bull-fight in Ti Juana. 

We have thoroughly enjoyed 
our visit so far; but, while we are 
enjoying it, we will he ready to 
return to Wahpeton when the time 
comes. The climate here is fine, 
if one does not care for extremes; 
but, if one wishes to enjoy the 
luxury of throwing a snow ball, it 
is necessary to climb the moun 
tains.

Oct. 8, 1867, we came west to 
Minnesota, stayed there until 
July 1, 1869. We came to R. R. at 
the old crossing 28 miles east of 
Abercrombie. May 1, 1870, we 
Game to Abercrombie and lived 
four months on what was known 
as the John Egger farm. In Sept­
ember, we moved to the north side 
of the reserve where we made us 
a slab shanty and here we staid 
through thick and thin and made 

live of it. Here we have always 
lived and grew up with the coun­
ty. I have two sons, John thirty-
jnine years of age and Albert, 
twenty-eight, both living at home.

IN EUROPE SAYS PRESIDENT 
Urgee Ue to Be Ready to Aooept 

Truth When It le 
Revealed 

PRESIDENT WILL NOT QO 
A Washington dispatch says 

that the President has decided in­
definitely not to accompany Sec­
retary Daniels on his contemplat­
ed trip through the Panama ca­
nal to San Francisco in July. It 
is stated at the White House that 
the question of the President vis­
iting the Panama-Pacific exposi­
tion is dependent on the condition 
of the international situation. 

33,000 WOMEN IN ENGLAND 
VOLUNTEER FOR WAR WORK 
London, April 14. — Thirty-

three thousand women had regis­
tered themselves for special war 
service up to the end of March. 

This statement was made last 
.niglit by Walter Runciman, pres­
ident of the Board of Trade to a 
deputation representing'the var­
ious women's societies in Lon­
don. 

Six thousand of the women, Mr. 
Runciman said, had declared 
themselves willing to work in 
armament factories, 4,000 in 
clothing factories, 1,700 in dairy 
work, 500 as gardeners, 2,000 in 
various branches of agricultural 
work, 1,103 as shop assistants, 
500 as leather workers and 5,000 
in clerical work. 

DISTINGUISHED EDITOR DIES 
William Rockhill Nelson, (,he 

distinguished editor of the Kan­
sas City Star, died Tuesday myjrn-
ing, following a long illness. 
Death was due to uraemic pois 
oning. 

In an address to Maryland an­
nual conference of the Methodist 
Protestant church last Thursday 
night, President Wilson said: 

"These are days of very great 
perplexity," said President Wil­
son, "when a great cloud of trou­
ble hangs and broods over the 
great part of the world. It seems 
as if great blind material sources, 
which had for long been held in 
leash and restraint, had been re­
leased. Yet, and underneath it, 
you can see the strong impulses 
of great ideals. 

"It would be impossible, ladies 
and gentlemen, for men to go 
through what men are going 
through on the battlefields of Eur­
ope and struggle through the 
present dark night of their terri­
ble struggle, if it were not that 
they saw, or thought that they saw 
the broadening or light where the 
morning should come up, and be­
lieved that they were standing 
each in his side of the contest for 
some eternal principle of right. 

"Then, all about them, all 
about us, there sits the silent, 
waiting tribunal which is going to 
utter ultimate judgment upon this 
struggle, the great tribunal of the 
opinion of the world, and I fancy 
I see, I hope that I see, I pray that 
it may be that I do truly see, great 
spiritual forces lying waiting for 
the outcome of this thing to as­
sert themselves, and asserting 
themselves even now, to enlighten 
our judgment, but we can all hold 
our spirits in readiness to accept 
the truth when it dawn on us and 
is revealed to us in the outcome of 
this titanic struggle."

FIRE DAMAGE NOT AS 
BAD AS FIRST REPORTED 

Bismarck, N. D., April 12. 
Dr. A. McG. Beede, Episcopal mis­
sionary at the Standing Rock res­
ervation, reports that the prairie 
fire damage was not as great as 
was at first reported in the fires 
that swept portions of Morton 
county. 

The fire that occurred in the 
vicinity of Steele in Kidder coun­
ty, did considerable damage, 
though not as much as was at 
first reported according to more 
authentic information coming- in 
later from the scene of the con­
flagration. 

So far as could be learned the 
total buildings destroyed amount­
ed to three barns and one house. 
A good deal of hay was burned in 
the fire. The buildings reported 
lost was a barn of Foy Harris, 
who lives twelve miles southeast 
of Steele, house and barn belong­
ing to a man by the name of 
Husky. 
/ Besides the three men reported 
burned on Saturday, one of whom 
Robert Fuller, died, another man 
in the path of the conflagration is 
said to have been quite badly in­
jured. He is Lon Harris, 

In the fire in the Hazen vicinity 
on Saturday, the blaze burned ov­
er a territory about twenty miles 
in length. In this fire a bam with 
several head of horses was burn­
ed on the-Jack McLaughlin farm 
and a house and barn on the Sol 
Richter farm were destroyed. 
James Larguist was badly burned 
about the face according to late 
reports.
