Bohemians Sang and Wept in 
Moment When Aspirations 
Were Symbolized in Masaryk.

Prague, Dee. 22.—(Delayed).—The 
joyous acclaim with which the golden city 
of Prague, welcomed Prof. Masaryk, 
president of Czch-Slovakia, today, was a 
perfect expression of the triumph of the 
cause of civilization. Perhaps never 
again in one day and place will the true 
significance of the great war and the 
saneity of the allies' causw be so com­
pletely evident. 

The return of Masaryk. who was ac­
claimed president of the Ozeebo-Siovak 
republic while in the United States after 
years of absence, cannot fail to draw the 
"attention of all entente powers to this 
small but great people whom we honor­
ed bv calling our allies. 

When P.ethmann-Hollweg declared in 
rAugust. 1014. that this was a war of 
Teuton against Slav, the Czech took him 
at his word and for four years waged 
açainst the German and his Magyar ac­
complice a war which was successful be­
yond belief. Abroad, a handful of inde­
fatigable men under the leadership of 
Masaryk walked up and down every 
friendly land like the spiritual sons of 
Benjamin Franklin, knocked at closed 
doors, whispered in unwilling ears, and 
communicated such an electric thrill of 
high purpose as finally succeeded in ov­
ercoming of ignorance, selfishness and 
indifference. 

Peasants Flock to Capital 
Preparations to welcome President 

Masaryk had been made for days but the 
hearts oî the people could not become 
tranquil until the president reslly arrived 
on Boheminn soil. A hundred thousand 
poured into the capital, the population of 
which trebled in a ftw days. Many came 
frmi Moravia, Silesia and Slovakia, tn 
spite of the extreme difficulty of travel­
ing, the great majority having come on 
foot. The decorations of ttie city are 
beautiful and original.  Cloths are unob­
tainable. but every house has a banner 
and every person has a flag or rosette. 

Allied flags and mottoes were every­
where the most conspicuous of all be­
ing thousands of portraits of Masaryk 
und Wilson, generally together with plas­
ter busts of the two presidents. 

All the pent-up feelings of four years 
restraint were r>ut into these. 

The center of activity was the railway 
station. Here the decorations were sur­
passingly beautiful. In the principal 
waiting room, representative men await­
ed Masaryk. The rectors of the univer­
sity with golden chains and halbadiers in 
real Henry VIII costumes and represen­
tatives of the Sokol gymnastic society, 
which has done so much for Bohemian 
patriotism were quite impressive. But. 
in and around the station, was the whole 
storv of our war. In the guard of honor 
outside appeared a company of Don 
Cossacks. When asked where they had 
been fighting, they replied: "Last of all 
or. the*Volga against bolsheviki."

People Smile Amid Tears. 
After the greetings of the government, 

President Masaryk went into the great 
waiting room, where he received a wel­
come from Bohemia's veteran poet. 
Jirasek. His eyes lingered on a group 
of university professors from whose 
ranks he himself ^ad sprung. After a 
brief speech, in wnich he stated that 
the new nation's poets and statesmen 
would work together, he went out to 
be hailed by the waiting thousands in 
front of the station, mad with joy. 
There began a triumphal procession 
which took two hours to arrive at the 
parliament house. Every window, every 
balcony and every roof >vas filled to 
overflowing and every street lined on 
either side twenty deep. All this multi­
tude. most of whom had been standing 
for hours, had such joy written on their 
faces as has never before been seen and 
cannot possibly be described. Eiders 
were holding children on their shoulders 
and all eyes were full of tears, all 
mouths smiling and kissing flags of the 
allies as they would kiss their babies. 

Sincc the proclamation, all the yo'iug 
ladies of Prague have taken to tue 
fashion of peasant costumes and sere nil 
members of parliament wore the old 
national dress. Searchlights playing on 
the spires and steeples of this most 
beautiful Slav city now again touch the 
great castle, henceforth the seat of 
government, where hundreds of windows 
are ablaze w^th lights—the first re-
joicng it has known for 300 years.

London, Jan. 2.—Russian affairs are 
causing the British foreign office con­
siderable anxiety, says the Mail. The 
necessity of formulating a definite allied 
policy as to Russia is extremely urgent, 
and it has been decided that the Russian 
question will be the first discussed at the 
peace conference. 

"It is presumed that all the allied na­
tions are overwhelmingly against armed 
intervention by an expeditionary force," 
says the newspaper, "preferring to en­
courage the creation of a stable govern­
ment in Russia.
