Big Appropriation Bill Also Car­
ries Trade Extension in Its 

Total of $96,318,000. 

Washington, Jan. 12. — "Uncle Sam 
proposes to spend $13,650,700 on count­
ing his nephews and nieces in 1020. That 
is the amount carried by the census item 
in the annual legislative, executive and 
judicial bill now before the house. 

Aid in the extension of American foreign 
trade also is provided in the bill. The 
measure carries appropriations totaling 
$96,318,000, approximately $7,000.000 
more than the 101!) bill, and provides for 
10.435 salaries, a decrease of 178. 

For the expansion of America's 
foreign trade, an appropriation of $905.-
>>00 would be given the bureau of foreign 
and domestic commerce of the depart­
ment of Commerce. The appropriation, 
which is double that made for 1910, con­
templates sending of agents thruout the 
world to investigate opportunities foe 
American business. The home personnel 
of the bureau also is increased under 
the bill. 

Assistance also would be given Amer­
ican firms engaging in foreign trade, 
thru the state department, additions 
being provided for the department's staff 
of trade advisers. 

Reductions from the 1019 bill consists 
mainly in elimination of many positions 
created during tl.e war, more than 
$<>.000,000 being cut from the war, navy 
and state departments' payrolls.
