Sweet Grass, April 13.—It is reporter 
that J. H. Guerin, cashier of the Farm­
ers & Merchants bank! will return to 
Sweet Grass in the near future. He 
writes that he expects to be back not 
later than April 21. 

Since the opening of this bank in the 
spring of 1917 a number of things have 
happened to discourage the owners. A 
short time before starting business the 
late Mr. Worden of Cut Bank, who was 
chosen as its cashier met with a fatal 
automobile accident. 

J. II. Guerin came from Minneapolis 
to fill the vacancy. It was planned to 
construct a new bank by the fall of 1917. 
but labor troubles delayed the work and 
it was not finished until late in the 
spring of 1918. In the fall of 1918 when 
Mr. Guerin's services were most needed 
at the bank he fell ill with the influ­
enza and was confined to his bed for 
several weeks. A relapse followed and 
for many days his recovery was doubtful. 

After recovering from the second at­
tack. he received severe burns in an 
explosion of a gasoline engine and but 
for the timely arrival of medical aid the 
burns probably would have proved fatal.
