Contains Castle of Esterhazy 

Family, Reputed Descend­
ants From Attila. 

Vranz Liszt's Father Was Em­
ployed There and He Was 

Born Nearby. 

Washington, July -• — Oedenburg, 
tecene of the bloody peasant revolts 
against the rule of the Reds, is a thriv­
ing city of souie 30,000 inhabitants in 
normal times, situated in a productive 
valley near the Rosalien aud leitha 
mountain ridges which form the slender 
«•bains that bind the Carpathians t<> the 
Alps, says a bulletin from the \\ ash-
ington headquarters of the National Geo­
graphic society. .  , 

Foothills of the former mountains al­
most surround Oldenburg, while the 
Leitha mountains are some lli miles to 
the north. One of the many smaller 
towns in the vicinity is Kismarton. fa­
mous for an historic and magnificent 
castle of the Esterhazy family. Re­
puted to have descended from Attila, 
the scions of that line have been co[j~ 
spicuous in Magyar affairs from the 
Bixtecnth century to a period within the 
memory of living men. 

It was at Oedenburg, or Sopron, as 
the Magyars call it, that the first Ester­
hazy of renown, Nicholas, was chosen 
for palatine of Hungary, five years af­
ter the Pilgrims landed at Plymouth 
Rock. Paul Esterhazy, son of Nicho­
las, wan commander-in-chief of the south 
Hungarian army, also was elected pala­
tine, helped consolidate the Hapsburg 
dominion, and wrote religious and scien­
tific works. Nicholas Joseph, in the 
eighteenth centry fought, acted as privy 
councilor, and founded an orchestra of 
which Ilayden was a member. Nicholas 
IV declined the Hungarian crown from 
the hands of Napoleon, while his son, 
successively ambassador at Dresden, 
Rome and London, and Count Moritz, an 
Esterhazy, loomed large in statesman­
ship and diplomacy of the nineteenth cen­
tury. 

With Oedenburg, too, is associated an­
other famous Hungarian name, that of 
Count Stephen Szechenyi, called by a 
patriot, "the greatest Magyar of them 
all." He was a composite hero, at once 
the Paul Revere, the Harriman, and the 
Harry Payne Whitney of Hungary. For 
it was he who rode through enemy lines 
to inform Bernadotte and Blucher of 
their part in the battle of Leipsig: who 
introduced the first steamboats on the 
Danube, built bridges further to encour­
age transportation, and launched what 
might be termed a "Greater Budapest" 
movement which made that city a world 
capital of prestige and beauty; and who 
was a patron of horse raeing no less 
than of literature and art. But his name 
looms largest in politics because of his 
determined opposition to th<' more radi­
cal reforms proposed by Kossuth, and 
his subsequent espousal of a conservative 
policy even as a member of the Kos-
puth ministry. 

With plentiful fuel to be had from the 
XJrennburg mines nearby, Oedenburg 
manufactured machinery and had bell 
founduriefi. Soap factories, sugar refin­
eries, and vinegar vats were numbered 
among its other industries, while it trad­
ed in products of the grain and vines 
grown in the vicinity and was an impor­
tant cattle market. Famous wine came 
from the little town of Balf, less than 
30 miles away, on the backs of the Neu­
siedler lake, a shallow, salty body of 
water with a wooded swamp in the south 
east where game was plentiful. 

Originally Oedenburg was Scarbantia, 
B Roman colony. (Jerman settlers came, 
and by the eleventh century it was a 
free town. 

Franz I.iszt's father was employed on 
the Esterhazy estates and the famous 
musician was born at Reiding. near Oed­
enburg. Lizst recalls the older tradi­
tion, reincarnate in Paderewski, that 
virtuosity and politics may be joint in­
terests of a genius mind. For Liszt, as a 
young man, went to Paris and took a 
keen interest in the embryo socialist 
movement as preached by such pioneers 
as Saint-Simon. 

Communist Republic 
Set Up in the Pacific 

Papeete, Tahiti, June 11.—(Corre­
spondence of The Associated Press.)—A 
aort of communist republic has been set 
up in the island of Mauke bv soldiers 
who returned recently from the battle­
fields of France. Mauke is one of the 
Cook group of islands west of Tahiti. 

Reports from Mauke say the soldiers 
have taken entire charge of the island, 
assumed direction of the trading stores, 
Betting prices and have established gov­
ernment by committee. The Cook is­
lands are under the British flag.

Commander Read Says It May 
Become a Reality Within 

Three-Year Period. 

New York, July 4.—Regular trans-
Atlantic aerial travel would become a 
reality within three years, if the enthu­
siasm in time of war were continued in 
time of peace, declared Lieutenant Com­
mander Albert C. Read, "skipper*" of the 
NC-4. at a dinner given tonight by the 
American Flying club in honor of the 
airmen who won for the American navy 
the honor of being first to fly across the 
Atlantic. 

"Anyone who says that we will never 
attain an altitude of t>0,000 feet, that 
we will never be able to cross to Europe 
in the forenoon and return in the after­
noon. that we will never be able to ac­
complish the things that appear impos­
sible now, kindly refer and encourage 
him by those in the olden days who said 
that iron ships would never work," as­
serted Commander Read. 

Describing his experiences on his 
flight from Newfoundland to Lisbon, 
Commander Read predicted that in the 
future long distance planes would be 
much larger than the NC boats which 
have a wing spread of 126 feet, and the 
gearing down of the propeller to obtain 
greater efficiency. A continuous «Irin» 
of control motors would solve much of 
the present engine troubles experienced 
on long flights. 

The design of larger airplanes in the 
future will undoubtedly incorporate the 
features of a gearing down from the 
motor to the propeller and also the con­
necting up of several motors to drive 
one large propeller, he asserted. 

Mooney Strike in the 
Chicago Distirct Fails 

to Cut Much Figure 
Chicago, July 4—Comparatively few 

workers in the Chicago district obeyed 
the call for a peaceable five-day general 
strike as a protest against the convic­
tion of Thomas Mooney and Warren 
Billings which began today. Labor lead­
ers affiliated with the American Feder­
ation of Labor which has opposed the 
strike declared that few workers had 
left their places and that the movement 
had proved a disappointment to its 
backers in this city. 

The Chicago Moonev s t r i k e  committer 
predicted that 200,000 would walk out 
in this district. „ 

French and Italians 
Plan Demonstration 

for Peace Conditions 

PRESIDENT MISES 
SOLDIERSTOnETl 
THEIR LIFE POLICIES 

Washington, July 4.—Men who earned 
the right to government insurance are 
urged by President AVilson to retain 
their policies permanently, converted 
into such forms as they personally de­
sire. In a wireless message from the 
George Washington directed to the "na­
tion's fighting forces'* and made public 
by the war risk bureau, the president 
said: 

"If it were possible, I should wel­
come the opportunity to speak to each 
of you who, by service in the great war, 
earned the right to government insur­
ance and urge the wisdom of continuing 
this unusual protection to your depend­
ents and yourselves. 

"The government will transform your 
policies in whole or in part, from term 
insurance, arranged as a war measure, 
to such permanent forms as you may 
desire, and I urge your acceptance <>f 
the permanent protection which the gen­
erous terms of these policies afford. 

"You have an exclusive right to this 
insurance because you served your coun­
try in its great crisis, and I am sure 
that in the years to come you will con­
sider your government insurance policy 
as a physical reminder that in the war 
with Germany you wore the uniform of 
your country." 

UNITED STATES CAN LAY 
CLAIM TO MOST OF THE 

FREE GOLD OF WORLD 
Washington, July 4.—Already pos­

sessed of the greatest single stock of 
gold in history, the United States could 
lay claim today to most of the remain­
ing free gold of the world in payment 
of its favorable merchandise balance, the 
Federal Reserve Bulletin will say in its 
July issue. The balance approximated 
$9.000,000,000 in the last three years 
and bids fair to continue at the same 
rate this year, affording a problem to 
arrange payments without bankrupting 
debtor nations and still further enhanc­
ing the cost of living here thru the im­
portation of more metal. 

Under the gold embargo, which recent-
I iy was lifted, making the United States 
i  practically the only free gold market in 
the world, the federal reserve board is­
sued 1,142 licenses for the export of 
$152,326.970 of gold and 1 ..">00 licenses 
for the shipment of $502,756,003 in sil­
ver. About 755 applications of all classes

The premier 
has a habit of '.aunchiug news in speeches. 

The decision to bring the former em­
peror to London with other prominent 
accused persons lias been a well kepi 
secret and it is understood that Mr. 
Lloyd George was responsible for the 
proposal. Holland, however, has yet to 
be reckoned with, it is reported. Dutch 
public opinion has seemed strongly to 
support the kaiser's right of asylum 
there and there are many predictions 
that Holland may refuse to give up the 
deposed monarch and that the powers 
will not coerce her.

To vote on referendum measures num­
bers 13 and 14, referred by the Sixteenth 
Legislative assembly to the people for 
their approval or disapproval; electors 
who voted at the general election No­
vember 7. 1918, are not required to reg­
ister; all who wero registered and failed 
to vote on that date, must re-register to 
vote at the above special election, an 
elector changing from the precinct in 
which he last voted must get transferred 
to the precinct In which he now resides. 
Electors within 10 miles of the court 
house will register at the office of the 
county clerk at the court house others 
may register before a notary public, or 
deputy registrar In their precinct or, if 
there be none there, then in the pre­
cinct nearest them, if you are not regia-
tered you can not vote.
