Dodgers Take Second Championship Game of Series From Indians

Contest Was Pitchers' Battle From Start Though 
Naional League Twirier s Superiority was Shown 
in Places When Hits Meant Scores for Cleveland; 
Lack of Enthusiasm Among Spectators Noted. 

New York, Oct. 6.—In a pitching duel between the leading 
h urlers of the National and American leagues, Burleigh A. Grimes, 
Brooklyn's spitball ace, today shut out Cleveland 3 to 0 in the sec­
ond game of the world series at Ebbets field. His ability to hold 
the Indians in check when hits would have meant runs, marked his 
superiority over James C. Bagby, whom Manager Speaker selected 
to perform for Cleveland. 

-<$• The victory which placed the Su-
perbas alongside Tris Speaker's Indians, 
in point of games, was due almost en­
tirely to the excellent hurling of Grimes 
who had the heavy hitting representa­
tives of the junior league baffled 
throughout the game so far as consec­
utive hitting was concerned. With the 
exception of the eighth inning, when 
Grimes temporarily lost sight of the 
home plate, Cleveland nevjr appeared 
in the light of a serious contender. 

Grimes' Close Throws 
The inability of the Indians to con­

nect with Grimes' slants, when hits 
would have meant runs, is apparently 
illustrated by the fact that the Cleve­
land clan got 14 runners on the bags, 
of whom 10 were stranded and four re­
tired by subsequent plays. The Indians 
were not without repeated opportuni­
ties to score but in every emergency 
Brooklyn's moist ball star met the emer­
gency with a masterly collection of 
sharp-breaking curves, or slow breaks, 
which cut the corners of the plate or 
shot in close to the body of the batter, 
with the result that the seven hits of 
the invaders were so scattered as to be 
useless in run producing. 

Indians Rally in Third 
A flash of the defensive skill of the 

Indians was shown in the third session 
with Brooklyn at bat. Bagby served up 
a slow floater to Grimes who promptly 
peppered it into center for a single.  Ol­
son followed with a bunt which Bagby 
threw low to second. Wambsganss, in 
his efforts to hold the hall, stooped low 
over the hag and Grimes, dashing into 
the sack, turned a complete somersault 
over the prostrate infielder. Griffith's 
double to right scored Grimes and put 
Olson on third. Bagby purposely passed 
Zack Wheat and relied on a play on 
Myers to shut off the rally. The entire 
Cleveland team was on its toes and when 
Myers slashed a sizzling grounder to 
Gardner, the Indian's third baseman, 
shot it back to O'Neill, forcing out Ol­
son. 

O'Neill endeavored to turn the play 
into a second out at first, but his throw 
hit Myers in the back as the latter raced 
for the initial sack. Johnston was on 
the job, however, and rushed up the 
baseline, where he pieked up the ball 
and hurled it back to O'Neill in time to 
catch Griffith trying to score. O'Neill 
aided the play bv completely blocking 
the apTii'oaeh of the plate, for which he 
was roundly booed by the Brooklyn fans. 
The play was entirely legitimate, how­
ever. Umpire Connolly who was officiat­
ing behind the plate, paid no attention

New Haven, Conn., Oct. 0.—Senator 
William E. Borah, Republican of Idaho, 
in an address here Wednesday made a 
vigorous attack on President Wilson's 
recent statement on Article X of the 
League of Nations covenant. He de­
clared that if this government refused 
to take up arms to aid a country in the 
league which was invaded by an enemy 
"the United States steps out discredited 
and dishonored, and the seeds of war 
are scattered broadcast." 

"The  president's last l e t t e r  to t he  
public informs us that Article X does 
not interfere with congress to declare 
war or not to declare war," said Sena­
tor Borah. "I can conceive of but one 
way that congress could get out of de­
claring war in case of the invasion of 
territory of a member of the league, and 
that would be to violate and wholly 
disregard the plain terms of the treaty 
and to rend in pieces the league cove­
nant itself. The president has said 
heretofore, upon a very solemn occasion 
that Article X constitutes a supreme 
moral obligation upon the part of oui-
nation which moral obligation he de­
clared to be more binding than an obli­
gation of law or contract. Congress is 
but an agent of the nation and in refus­
ing to carry out a solemn promise would 
brand our whole people with dishonor 
and moral turpitude. 

"Are we about to enter into some 
kind of a monstrous combination in 
which supreme moral obligations are to 
be disregarded when the exigency arises?

Tokio, Oct. 6.—(By The As­
sociated Press.)—The American 
Associations of Tokio and Yoko­
hama have cabled the following 
joint resolution to Bainbridge 
Colby, the American secretary 
of state: 

"We, the American associations of 
Yokohama and Tokio, in a conference 
definitely representing all American in­
terests in Japan, business, missionary 
and professional, have resolved to ac­
quaint our countrymen with the intense 
feeling throughout Japan by the present 
action in California threatening the de­
struction of the traditional friendship 
and a future estrangement between the 
two peoples. We earnestly beg our 
countrymen to act with sober delibera­
tion and patience, trusting the respec­
tive governments to find a solution sat­
isfactory and effective without affront­
ing Japan nor sacrificing the principles 
of equity on either hand."

City of Czar Less in Population 
Paris, Oct. 0.— (By The Associated 

Pres*.)—A graphic, eye witness descrip­
tion of the fearful conditions existiug in 
Petrograd is given by the Finnish Ked 
Cross in an appeal just issued to the 
Ked Cross societies of Ihe world. 

It is accompanied by documents ore-
parefl by Professor Zeidler, formerly 
hear of the Petrograd Ited Cross, but 
now a refugee in Finland. The docu-
merts. which reached the Paris bureau 
of he American lied Cross Wednesday 
tell the story of the agony of a living 
ritt.

That means we join the 
league, therefore, to defend Rumania 
and Serbia against attack and preserve 
their existing political independence. 
That obligation may at any time call 
upon us to send our armies and navies 
across the ocean. This is just what the 
president, in Iiis speech, is alleged to 
have promised. The statements are as 
alike as two eggs laid by the same 
chicken. 

"Besides that, the president demanded 
at a time when he regarded our entrance 
into the league as certain, a standing 
army of 570,000 universal draft for all 
boys as soon as they arrived at the age 
of 18; enactment of laws to enable the 
president to apply the draft to all per­
sons between 18 and 45 years whenever 
the United States should be engaged iu 
war; 250,000 sailors and marines for 
the navy and an appropriation of $913,-
000,000 to build the greatest fleet of 
war vessels ever attempted at oue time.
