Pine Bluff Ark., June 1 The proph-
ecy of Ellen Jefferson, a negress in tho
county Jail here and thought to be in--
sane, that Pine Bluff will be destroyed
by a cyclone next Friday has caused
such an exodus of negroes and whlte
persons who are Inclined to be super-
stitious that many saw mills inthe sur-
rounding country and smaller .shops o
every kind in the town have had to
close because there is no help".

Many persons from the countrr havo'
come Into town and withdrawn their
bank acounts until after Friday-an- d

most of those from the city who have
gone put their household goods and
whatever personal property they hadw
into wagons or on the train and took i
them away to prevent destruction.

A lumber company Just outside of
the city limits of the town, in an ef-

fort to keep its mill and plant'in op
eration, has posted notices about th
premises that a train with locomotive
under steam attached will be kept at
the shops all day next Friday, so that
if there are any Indications of a storm
the employes may get into the cars
and be whisked away.

Families who employ negro ser-
vants are without help and are com-
pelled to attend all the household work
themselves. It Is estimated that ful-
ly three-fourth- s of the negroes have
gone from Pine Bluff and none have re- -

mained In the county adjacent.
