Russian Beply Thought Received.
Portsmouth. Aug. 23. A long cable

gram from St. Petersburg, whicn is
b6lleved to be the Russian reply, ar-
rived about 10 o'clock tonight, and M.
Wltte's secretaries Immediately began
deciphering It.

It Is stated that Baron Komura has
agreed to offer at the session at 9:30
this morning the president's compro-
mise proposition.

A high authority believes It impos
sible that the final rupture can come
today, no matter what the character
of the Emperors final instructions to
M Wltte are.

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 22. It has
been' decided to postpone the meeting
of the peace plenipotentiaries until to-

morrow. When the conference ad-

journed last Friday afternoon Jt was
given out that the next meeting would
occur today. The failure to meet to-

day Is"glven out as being attributable
to the fact that the secretaries have
failed to complete the records.

.Is that the several articles on
which agreement has been reached
shall be considered as settled and that
the unsettled articles be submitted to
The, Hague for setttlement, or that
three rulers, be named to arbitrate the
difference, with a proviso that the war
shall stand in abeyance.

' : Looks Better.
There is a strong Intimation that the

Japanese are ready to make a proposi-
tion when the conference reassembles,
but there Is nothing to indicate that
they are ready to recede either Irom
article five or nine.

At 1 o'clock today a personal rep-
resentative of President Roosevelt was
closeted with Mr. Wltte and Baron
Rosen at the navy yard. The appoint-
ment for this conference was made
through Secretary Pierce last night.

It is not known who the emissary of
the President is. When the conference
ended Mr. Witte and Baron, Hosen re-

Believes Japan's Terms Moderate.
London, Aug. 22. The Associated

Press was Informed at the Foreign
Office today that President Roosevelt
has not requested the British govern
ment to make representations to Japan
on the question of peace.

The foreign office believes Japan's
demands are moderate and she should
not be deprived of the fruits of Tier
victory. The foreign office says it
does" not believe Japan would modify
the terms put forward at the opening
of the conference.

Status of Negotiations.
When the peace commissioners .held

their last meeting on Friday, adjourn-
ing until today, the status of the terms
presented by Japan were as follows:

1 Russia's recognition of Japan's
"preponderant influence" in Korea,
with her right to preserve order in the
civil administration, give military and
financial advice to the emperor of Ko-
rea, Japan binding herself to observe
the territorial integrity of Korea and
(it Is believed) the policy of the "open
door." Accepted.

2 Mutual obligation to evacuate
Manchuria. Accepted.

3 Japanese obligation to restore
In .Manchuria Chinese sovereignty and
civil administrations. Accepted.

4 Mutual obligation to respect in
the future "the territorial integrity
and administrative entity" of China in
Manchuria, and to maintain the prin-
ciple of equal opportunity for-t-ne in-
dustry and commerce of all nations
("open door"). Accepted.

TAKES HARD FALL OUT OF DELEGATE RODEY

Wm. Curtis writing to the Chicago Record-Horal- d from
Phoenbc expresses the sentiment found by a trained newspaper
man, unprejudiced and a stranger to the field, of the people with
whom he has met in the territory in regard to Joint statehood in
the following.

Phoenix, Ariz., Aug 14. The people of Arizona, members. of
both parties alike, the business element, the miners, professional
men and farmers as well as the politicians, are determined in
their opposition to union with New Mexico, and with one voice de-

clare that they would rather remain a territory forever than be
admitted to the Union under the same government as New Mexi-
co. Mr. Rodey, formerly delegate from New Mexico In Con-
gress, told me in Albuquerque ths other day that public sentiment
was changing very rapidly; that joint statehood leagues were be-
ing organized all over Arizona; that sixty per cent of the people
had already declared themselves in favor of joint statehood; and
that the Inhabitants of the two territories would march into the
Union arm in arm. People down here say they never heard of
such a thing as a joint statehood league, and they are willing to
bet their last dollar that it has no members in Arizona not one.

The people down here cannot un-
derstand why Senator Beveridge and.
others should be so determined to
unite the two tPrritorles. They see
no reason why he and other outsiders
should be so keen to place them
under the domination of the Mexicans,
and assert that no person who has
any interest whatever in Arizona has
ever asked for or approves of the
amalgamation of the two territories.
Senator Beveridge is even more un-

popular down here than he Js in
New Mexico, and amusing stories aro
told of the manner In which he made
his recent tour of investigation. When
they first learned that he was coming,
the governor and other officials of
Arizona arranged a programme and
itinerary over the different railroads,
so that the committee, by special
train, would be enabled to see all of
the princ;pal towns and mining dis-

tricts and meet the representative
citizens of each section. In the mean-
time the boards of trade and other
local organizations proceeded to pre-
pare information bearing upon the re-

sources, development and conditions
of the territory, so that the commit-
tee might be fully posted as to its
qualifications for statehood. A great
deal of trouble was taken in making
preparations for the Instruction and
entertainment of the party and the
programme required fifteen or six-

teen days of travel and inspection.
