Alleged Murderer Says Woman
In Los Angeles Offered Him

Her Fortune on Which to
Make GoodjHis Escape.

According to an Associated Press.'
dispatch sent out from San Francisco
Friday, Louis V. Ej tinge will re turn
to Arizona without the formality ef
extradition. He wfca also aware that
Sheriff Hajden woul darrlve at San
Rafael after him tonight.

The San Francisco papers of the
day before jesterday published lengthy
Interviews with him on the subject of
the accusation of murder. He spoke
of the gambling on the desert when ho
won all of Lelcht's money and of
Lelcht's refusal to return to town with
him. In the letter to the Republican,
Ej tinge alluded to the chloral hydrate
bottle but he said nothing about the
chloroform can found near the body
of Leicht. In his Interview with the
reporters of the San Francisco papers
he took that matter up and said that
the chloroform had been taken along
tc Kill snakes.

Eytlnge related at length his rela-
tions with Mrs. Datls, a model in a
Los Angeles cloak stlre. whom he and
Leicht met on their way to Phoenix.
He said that Mrs. Davis had separated
from her husband by mutual consent
and after a d!lslon of their property,
the wife's share being- $3,500. "

He said that after going to Los An-

geles he met Mrs. Davis and she hav-
ing learned of his criminal career of-

fered him her money If he would re-

form and lead an honest life. He
said hat In response to this proposi-
tion he struck her in a fit of anger.
Howover. he resolved to follow her
advice and went to, San Francisco
Vheroby means"-o- f a'fofged recom-
mendation he hadsecured employment
at Kragen's, where he was arrestedJ

He said that after his arrival in
San Francisco ho wrote Mrs. Davis

Laml that his letter fell into the hands
of a female pinkerton woman and
thus his hiding place was pointed out.

Mrs. Davis, who was interviewed
at Los Angeles the nest day, told a
somewhat different story. She said
that she had met Ej tinge and Leicht
on a train and traveled with them un-

til they left the train for Phoenix.
She had taken an interest in them only
because they seemed to be In ill
health. She had no other communi-
cation with Eytinge uutll he appeared
In Los Angeles. After he left there
she received a letter from him and an-

swered it.

WAR PRICES DOWN SOUTH.

Quinine $1,700 an Ounce Flour $300
" a Barrel Fish $5 a pound.

In 1SC3 an ounce of Quinine could
'not-b- e purchased for less than $1,700

in the South. Provisions wero sim
ply enormous In price. Here are Just
a few Instances: in FeDruary a nam
weighing fifty pounds sold for exact-
ly $750, or at the rate of $5 a pound
Flour was $300 a barrel.

Fresh fish retailed all over the
south at $5 a pound, ordinary meal
wa3 $50 a bushel. Those who lived
In boarding houses paid from $200
to $300 a month White beans retal-e- d

at $75 a bushel. Tea went for any-
thing from $20 a pound to $C0, i:u
coffee In a like ratio.

The most ordinary brown sugar
was sold for $10 a pound. Ordinary
adamantine candles were sold for $10
a pound. In a cafe, breakfast was
brdlnarily $10. In April sugar went
to $S00 a barrel and articles of wear-
ing apparel sold, coats at $350, trous-
ers at $100 and boots $250.

Butter was $15 a pound. Potatoes
went for $2 a quart. Tomatoes of the
size of a walnut sold for $20 a dozen.
Chickens varied from $35 to $50 a
pair.

The prices on the bill of fare or tne
Richmond Restaurant in January
18C4, were: Soup, $1X0; bread and
butter. $1.50; roast beef, a plate $3;
bollded eggs, $2; ham 'and eggs, $3.50;
rock fish, a plate, $5; fried oysters, a
plate, $5; raw oysters, $3; fresh
milk, aglass, $2; coffee, a cup, $3; tea,
a cup, $2.

These figures are taken from va-

rious sources and have the virtue of
accuracy, 1 nothing else. Always
was present the fear of famine, and
time and time again did the soldiers
donate a portion of their rations,
taken from their a; portlonment In the
field, to relive the pressing necessi-
ties.

Mrs Von Claussen Was Turned
Away By Loeb's Assistant,
Wants Commission to Ex-

amine Her For Insanity.

.M. von Claussen, vno came all the
way irom siocKiioim. prepared to up-
set Uncle's Sam's diplomatic corps,
becauso Minister Graves would not
present her to King Oscar's court,
even .when Oscar, whom she had "Jol-
lied" at Wiesbaden, "was Just crazy
to see her" got as far as the waiting
room at the White House, with her
complaint today.

She couldn't even get as far Its
Secretary Loeb, who sent an assist-
ant out to meet her and direct her
suavely to the state department
Thereupon airs, von Claussen retired
from the White House after leaving a
communication requesting that the
president appoint a commission to
Inquire Into her sanity before bhe pro-
ceeds further.

Asks Lunacy Commission.
The letter follows:
"'ASHINGTON, D. C, April 3,

1907. To the Right Hon. Theodore
Roosevelt, President of the United
States of America. Sir. Mrs. von
Claussen Is In receipt of President
Roosevelt's refusal to see her and re-
dress the Insults offered her by his
representatives in Sweden, Mr. and
Mrs. Graves. She cannot appeal to
the state department as she reclved
Its final decision before she left
Sweden.

Mrs. von Cliussen begs President
Roosevelt to at once appoint a com-
mittee of experts to make sure that
she Is of sound mind before she pro-
ceeds further in this case, for she
knows well from previous reDorts

I, that when President Roosevelt Is
cornered' ho has the habit of ap-

pointing such committees to help him
out of his difficulties. Therefore, not
caring to lay herself open to further
criticism, Mrs. von Claussen demands
that such a committee bo appointed
at once, otherwise she will call the
experts In herself.

Stir at the White House.

Mrs. von Claussen's appearance at
the White House created a sensation
among the policemen, messengers and
assembled multitude. Impressionable
young men who "cover" the White
House for the newspapers, describe
her ecstatically and variously as a

ition" and the like. She arrived In a
georgeous turnout as gorgeous as
the public liveries afford and as she
tripped Into the anteroom she swept
the air with several hundred dollars'
worth of brown ostrich plumes that
surrounded her picture hat. Her
stunning costume defied the descrip-
tive powers of the masculine pen.

AC0STA PARDONED

BY GOVERNOR KIBBEY

Confirmed Drunkard Took Mc- -
Kanna Liquor Cure and

Won His Freedom.

On October 23. 1906, Governor Klb-be- y

Issued a pardon io Ramon Ascota,
an Inmate of the county jail of Mari-
copa county. The circumstances were
unique.
