Again on the night ot September 15,
1910, it will bo repeated with re-
doubled force by a nation which wit-
nessed the fruition of lndrpendence
and has felt the material blessings
that It brings. On September 16 the
Mexican people will hold up for the
adulation of the world a list ot noble
heroes, Hidalgo Morelos, Matamoras,
Rayon (patriot, metallurgist, and
journalist), Mler y Teran, Guerrero.
Felix Fernandez, in whom the celes-

tial patron of the Revolution Is hon-

ored in the namo of Guadalupe Vic
toria, which he assumed as conquer
ing soldier and as first President of
the republic. o need not pry cu
riously into the occult to explain the
part which a reverent faith in the
power of Nuestra Senora de Guada-
lupe played In achieving the free
dom of Mexico.

peyac stood for the liai ot heaven
upon the new order of liberty and
spiritual equality, superseding! the old
regime ot mental ana Doaiiy Donaage,
Sh was the protectress of the down
trodden Indian confessed as their
lovlne mother in a hundred miracles;
and when Hidalgo flung the banner
of Guadalupe to the breeze he also
flune in that same act the religious
fervor of a whole race, with its
dogged will and fatalistic contempt
of death, against the waning strength
of Spain. i

In honoring the heroes
of Mexico. Her Independence has
leosened our own political difficulties.
The Importance to US' as a matter
of International security, that there
should be a Mexico for the Mexicans,
was seen when Secretary Seward
sent a curt message by a rough sol-

dier to the gentleman from1. Austria.
Uut let us not flatter ourselves. In
Joining heart and hand In these Mex-

ican centennial festivities, that we
are celebrating an echo or our own
Glorious Fourth Tho separa-

tion of Spanish America from the
Mother Country received less stim
ulus than is commonly believed from'
our defiance of George HI. Henry
Clay's speech on the Panama Con-

gress would hae been so misunder-
stood as to excite a smile among the
dons of Mexico and Lima and
Buenos Aires. The Latin American
uprising was part of a quite inde-

pendent course of political evolution
Fundamentally the Hue ot cleavage
between Anglo-Saxo- n and Latin

follows the diver-
gent attitudes of the two ptjple's to-

ward authority. The Spanish Ameri-
can considers the 'supreme govern-
ment' as supreme; the constitution
appeals less to his regard. The
Anglo-Saxo- n touches bis constitution
with reverent hands, but makes short
the executive (with due apologies to
Mr. Roosevelt). The Colonial Con-

gress passed tho Declaration ot In-

dependence and fought It out, despite
changing fortunes ot war, to the end,
the Mexicans were true to their tra-

ditions in the 'Plan de Iguala, which
recognizes the soerelgnty of Fer-

nando VII if resident in Mexico. It
was a case ot g to ease
the political conscience, no doubt
but it was effective, and in principle
as far as the antipodes from ihe doc-

ument signed by the patriots ot seve-

nty-six. The northern colonists had
been fed on the doctrines ot Pym and
others of like ways of thinking, while

Latin America had listened to the
philosophy of the Abbe Raynal, and
to the subsequent 'Rights of Man.'
In their own way they won the 11b--

ertities of their choice; they have
suffered from dictator to dictator, as
distinguished from our trials with
the bosses who hold in their hands
the will of the triumphant majority.

that Is attracting a great deal of
attention In Cananea. This is the
Cananea-Bosto- n property, recently in-

corporated as a mining company with
330 000 shares of stock, par $1.00.

200.000 shares were distributed
among the owners and 150,000 shares
placed In the treasury for develop-

ment purposes. It Is practically a
local concern, among the principal
owners being H. S. Smith who Is the
president of the company and P. P.
Crowell, who is the secretary-treasure- r.

The propert consists of about
230 acres and two shafts are being
put down The Reeves shaft Is down
74 feet. About ten feet down from
the top a vein from one Inch to
eighteen inches wide of steel galena
ore carrying as high as 32 ounces
of silver and 30 to 60 per cent in
lead was encountered. This came
along a hanging wall of lime por-
phyry- At the bottom of the shaft
the vein has widened to four or five
feet running high in lead and silver.
Another shaft is down about forty
feet with quite a sprinkling of ga-

lena ore, some samples of which at
a depth of eight feet running 40
ounces of sliver and 50 per cent lead.
For the last ten feet the work has
been m talc and copper is looked for
when through this. The owners are
very Jubilant over the excellent show-
ing In the Iteeves shaft, and a great
deal of Interest is centered around
this property and that of the

The Shattuck-Pattiso- ground con-

J shaft. This company has other prop
erties under option and Is preparing
to do considerable work.

At the Santa Fe mine nine miles
northeast of Cananea. owned largely
by Bisbee people the shaft is down
to a depth of 260 feet and drifting
has commenced In the direction of
the vein, the Indications pointing to

'good oro bodies.
J The Democrata smelter has been
.closed down since the panic of '37

but development work is still going
on In this property, the owners of
which follow tho system of mining
when copier Is high and developing
when it is low.

The big Cananea Consolidated
smelter Is running only four furnaces
at present, getting a large part of
their .ore from the Cananea-Dulut- h

mine and the Kirk Tunnels; the lat-
ter being near the Democrata mine.
Tho Cananea-Dulut- was 'one of the
properties that was picked up com-
paratively cheap by the company, but
at this da of low price copper is fur-
nishing more ore for the furnaces
than an of tho many aluablo
workings, xjhe fact that it Is some-
what toward the north and away
from the mountains, being more in
the same belt with the Calumet &
Sonora, would seem to bear out the
Idea expressed by quite a number of
Cananea mining men that the min-
eral belt north of the older mines
at Cananea will prove to be some of
the best part of the district. Just as
the country to the south and ca3t
of the older properties in BTsbee

after lying undeveloped for years has
since proven to be some of tho
best dividend paying ground in the
Warren district (

Business conditions in Cananea are
good and the hcuses are all filled,
not a vacant house In the Mesa part
of the town can be hid, and with a
revival in copper prices business
men are looking forward to better
times than ever.

DEMANDS SERVICES OF GREAT
VARIETY OF PROFESSIONS FOR
BEST RESULTS

(Mining Review.)
Modern mining, in a greater de-

gree, perhaps, than any other in-
dustry, demands tho services direct-
ly or Indirectly, of the followers of
a great varlet cf professions than any
a great variety of professions than any
would naturally consider tho mining
engineer the person
in the conduct of mining operations.
His place Is important, and more
Important now than ever before, but
the variety of Interests now- - involved
in the conduct of ia great mining bus
iness ,is so great that the services of
the doctor, lawyer, chemistgeologist,
mechanical and civil engineer, and
others, are also required.

The doctor looks after the health
of the employes and attends to the
maintenance of good health of work
men and of sanitary conditions ol
working places, necessary to it, is
good business A well man can do
more and better work than one
who Is enervoted by sickness or con
tinued work under unhealthy condl
tlons. With this fact now appreci
ated the health department of a large
mining company becomes an import
ant asset, benefitting both the com
pany and its employes.

The duties of the lawer in the con
duct of modern mining are of utmost
Importance In protecting tho com-
pany against faulty titles to mineral
lands and to represent the company
in litigation and other matters. Large
mining companies now maintain well
organized and efficient legal depart-
ments as Indispensable adjuncts for
tie proper conduct of business.

Attention is being given more and
more to the maintenance of whole-
some social conditions, by providing
comfortable "homes 'for the men at
reasonable rent, supplying means of
education for employes and their chll- -

jdren, as well as entertainment, all of
wnicn tenus to iuane me iucu m
their families contented. Contented
employes make an efficient organi-
zation, and efforts that tend to pro
mote such a condition may be tne
lowest premiums on Insurance against
labor troubles.

In the actual conduct of mining
operations the examination and
(preparation of the gniund, mining
and transporting of the ore, etc.
man factors must now be taken Into
consideration. The opinion of the
geologist must be had before pur-
chasing, leasing and opening new
ground. The size, grade and position
of the ore bodies must peihaps be
determined by deep drilling. It may
be necessary to change the course
of rivers, drain lakes and move
town3 and , cemeteries, so that the
ore may be economically mined, bhaits
must be sunk, drifts run, or the cov-

er stripped from the ore. To suc
cessfully conduct this work taxes
the resources of modern engineering.

The enormous demands for large
tonnage of ores has resulted in the
development of mechanical appli
ances and methods of mining by
which ths" large tonn?.pe3 can Ire

mined and hanalcd rapidly nnd
cheaply.
