Federal Authorities Swoep
Down on Parent Concerr
and Twenty Six of It's
Subsidiary Offices
CHICAGO, Dec. 15.—Federnl agents

tonight are prepared o swoop down
tomorrow.on 26 branches of the Cap-

ital Investment company, scattered
over eight of the middle western
slates.

Following the raild on the main of
fices and four branches in Chicago,
and branchoed in JoHet and Aorora,
Ils. today, this roundup will mark
one of the most extentive movements
in the government's war against
bucketshops,

According to agenti of tho depart
ment of justice, thy Capital Invest-
ment company controlled 5000 miles
of leased wires to'suppiy the branch
es with pews of the New York stock
market, and doing a business of mope
than $10.000.000 annually. It is said
that on one 10 point break in the
market, the coneern netted $600,000
in a single day.
