There are many American adventur
ers in the insurgent armies, and if
Diaz' forces succeed in making head
way against them some ot these reb
els will fall into the Mexicans'

hands. A wholesale execution ot
such prisoners would be sure to call

fHt a yery emphatic protest from a
large element of the American peo
ple.

Everybody remembers the remon

strance which our government made
to Zelaya of Nicaragua for ordering
the execution ot the Americans,
Groce and Cannon. Yet they were
In exactly the same category as the
American adventurers who are in
Madero's army. They are fighting
against the existing regime, just as
those adventurers were. In each case
those Americans ought to have kept
their hands off. The quarrel was
not theirs. Yet the execution of the
disturbers aroused a bitter feeling
here against Zelaya, which quickly
caused his overthrow and expatria-
tion. This feeling would not work
qntte the same way in Mexico's
ease, for Diaz is a wise ruler, who
has done a vast amount of good tn
his people-jlli- s government hasJn
vited American (capital to ste,p In,'I
and thus far tie has gfren ft atopic
protection.

Troops Rushed to Hermoslllo.
NOGALES, Sonora, March 23.

Making the run fro,m Del Itio to
Nogales, a distance of seventy
miles, in three hours. Col. Pedro
OJeda, in charge of, 170 federal sol
dlers. arrived here late today. Tho
train also carried forty-tw-o horse3.

" These troops, are being ,rushed
south to keep- - the railroad open to
llcrmosillo. Communication has
again Seen established to LaDura.
Tonlchl and Natajo. The main force
of the lnsurrectos to the south have
again disappeared, but tho insur
rect Junta is confident the govern
ment forces will be outwitted and
expect the federals will be kept
moving.

The rebels attack only In cases
where they feel confident or secur
ing arms and ammunition from
small detachments.

Fifteen rurales left here today to
take the trail against rebels In
tho Altar district and they 'will bo
reinforced by other rurales who
are scouting the country. It is
expected the rurales and rebels will
meet in battle.

Opposing Troops Play "I Spy."
MEXICALI, March 23. The insur

rectos and federals in Baja Califor
nia are apparently playing a game
of hide and seek.

The rebels have split their total
strength of less than i400 Into filve
bands with the ono object of prevent
ing the federals, who outnumber them
two to one, from flanking and cutting
them to pieces. There are three pos
sibie routes by which federals could
advance on Mexican from Pnwnartu
but the rebels tare watching closely
ana also are keeping a guard to the
eastward In anticipation of an ad
vance from Sonora hy way of Yuma
or via Guaymas on the-- gulf of Call
fornla.

A part of the Diaz army ia at Te
cate, but the whereabouts of the main
force of 550 men is unknown, and as
it is all artillery, numbering 26
pieces, this- - Is a grave danger to
tho lnsurrectos.

Tho presenco of the federals at
Tecate eliminates the northern route
from consideration, and leaves only
two routes to worry the lnsurrectos.
These are Plcachos Pass and the
southern route, which skirts the lower
end of the Cocopah range. This lat
ter affords excellent traveling from
San Felipo to about fifteen miles of
Mexican. Because federals are sup
posed to have artillery it Is believed
tho southern route will be used In
advancing on Mexican

That the federals have taken the
route skirting tho lower neck ot La
guna baiaaa is the belief, supported
by F. E. Benton, a wealthy owner of
Mexican concessions, who arrived to
day from Ensenada He was told
by federal officials that the artillery
will be moved. Consequently the eas
ler route will be taken.
