POPE HAS MODIFIED

THENUPTIAL LI
Priests No Longer Forbid-

den to Wed Catholic to
Protestant Refusing

Child Pledge

ST. LOUIS. Mo, August 1 ts

wishing to .marry Catholics
need no longer sign an agreement
to rear the children resulting from
the marriage In the Roman Catholic
faith. Neithor will they bo obliged
to pledge themselves to rofraln from
interfering with the Catholic con-
sort's performance of rllglus du-

ties.
The change has been brought about

by the repeal by Pope Plus of that
portion of the decree, "No tetnerc,"
according to The Acta," the official
organ ot the 'Vatican, The repeal be-

comes effective at once. . The ne
ieraore" was a decree Issued by
Pope Pius himself at Easter, 190S It
obliged every Protestant' who wished
to marry a member of the Catholic
faith to sign an, ante-nupti- al promise
that he would refrain from Interfer-
ing with the Catholic in the exer-
cise of his or her religious duties.
Further, the party was
required to pledge himself or herself
to bae all the children resulting
from the marriage bapUsed Catholics,
and to haie them educated In Catho-
lic schools.

The decree required that these
promises be made and signed In the
presence of the priest wjio was to
perform the marriage ceremony. In
cases whero parties re-

fused to so obligate themselves, no
priest was allowed to ncrform the
marriage ceremony. In cases where'
non Catholic parties refused so to
obligate themselves, no priest was al-

lowed to Interfere. If the couple uent
to a Protestant minister and were
married, the Catholic party to the
marriage was excommunicated.

According to the Instructions con-
tained In the repeal of the "ne tern-are,- "

the party will be
asked still to sign the ante-nupti-

promises, as was previously the cus-
tom. Should he or she refuse to jo
obligate him or herself, the priest
may perform the marriage, notwith-
standing the refusal.

The Itev. D. S. Phelan, D. D., com-
ments fully on the repeal of this "ne
temore" in this week's number of
Tho Western Watchman.

"Pope Plus action In this repeal U
sure to create a stir in Catholic cir-
cles throughout the country," Father
Phelan said. "Protestants marrying
Catholics have always regarded the
enforced signing of these ante-nu- p

tial promises as a hardship, and an
unnecessary humiliation.

"The court of appeals of St Louis
recently decided that these promises

Ihad no legaF force. The Mir requiring
these promises is older than the 'Ne
Temere, which simply enlarged on
and confirmed the law."

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Valley Farmers Send Many
Loads of Cantaloupes

to Eastern Markets
PHOENIX, August 1. Two thou

sand carloads of all kinds ot local
grqwn products were shipped out of
the Salt rher valey during tho month
of July, is the estimate made today
by Secretary Harry Welch, of the
Phoenix and 3Iancopa board of
trade;

That 'Secretary Welch'3 figures are
not overestimated is shown by the
statement of both A. R. Gatter, of
the Southern Pacific, and W. A.
Goldsnorthy, of the Santa Fe rail-

road companies. Both agents were
Interviewed today and remarked that
tho estimate of Sir. Welch was a
conservative one, says the Phoenix
Gazette.

Almost the same amount of cars
were shipped out In June, that month
being ery heavy on account of hay
shipments. Hluly hau been a big
month owing to the cantaloupe sea-
son, more of the melons having been
shipped out this month than ever
heretofore, and the growors obtain-
ing better prices than in the past.

Four or five carloads of canta-
loupes went out today over the
Santa Fe. The cantaloupe season,
as far as shipping is concerned, will
be over in about ten days. How-
ever, there will bo plenty of canta-
loupes left for Phoenix and vicinity.

Cantaloupes could bo grown earlier
and later than July in the Salt river
valley. The growing season is ar-
ranged so the product will And a
good market at eastern points in tho
present season.

The fact that 2,000 carloads of
products were shipped out during
the month just ending is a. groat
boost to the valley and shows what
wonders irrigation Is accomplishing.

More than a thousand acres ot
cantaloupes will be planted at Glen-dal- e

next season, good production,
high prices and excellent profits hav-In- g

greatly encouraged the growers
this year.

Along with the shipments of can-

taloupes this month went carloads of
watermelons, cattle, hay, grains,
honey and many olber products.
