J. Wilson Rice. James Smith aud
E. A. Borgeson, mining men- - arrived

At the last named place they caught
a troop train and were brought to
ARua Prieta. arriving there yesterday
morning. The men had had no sleep
since Saturday, when they left their
mining camp.

tween Yzabel and Nacozari. Ilojas Is
fcald to have sent word to the mining
company at Nacozari that there would
bi no trains run on the road until by
their "demand was complied with. ofJust what was meant by thels threat ofis not plain, unless the relfel command-
er has demanded an indemnity or a
bonus in return for a guarantee of

No More Fighting
There has been no fighting at Naco

zari since Sunday a week ago, when
rebels were repulsed. The attacking
force was led bj General Rojas, who
according to the leaders ov.n state-
ment, has only 180 men. This num-
ber was confirmed Lv an informant of
this paper who counted the men. With
ltojas In his attack on Nacozari was
one Captain Terrazas, said to be a
nephew ot General Terrazas, who Is
said to have had 300 men befere Na-
cozari.

The loss to the rebels in the battle
of Nacozari was two killed and six
wounded. This Is nojas' statement of
his losses. Federals at Nacozari claim
to have found three graves. The 3lx
wounded rebels are in an improvised
hospital at San Jose.

Rojas has ISO men and eight pack
mules loaded with ammunition. Ev-
ery trooper has two mounts and two
rifles. Rojas has given assurance to
Bmall mine owners In the Nacozari adistrict that his men will not be per-
mitted to pillage but he said that there
are numerous small bands followliig
his command claiming to be a part
of his army but who are mere ban-
dits. Rojas has declared that he will a

Protection Is Conditional

Rojas has conditioned his statement
that he will protect Americans and
American property. He guarantees
protection as long as mricans do

join federals In defenlln s Mexican
ns or mining camps. "I will cause
be shot any rebel who harms any

foreigner, even to a Chinaman so
long as they do not participate in am
fight against the rebel cause but
they not observe this caution, we will
retaliate." Rojas is quoted as saying.

Rojas, who is a socialist says that
''the rich must pay for this war" and

is apparently placing the burden
financially supporting the rebellion
the big ranches and mining camps.

The mining men who reached Blsbee
yesterday confirm the pillaging of the
Cherunobabi ranch. They took four-
teen horses and merchandise from the
ranch store amounting to $1,000.

Rojas is now In the Purlca moun-
tains, fifteen miles from Cananet He
was at San Jose Monday a week1 ago,
the day following the attack on Naco-
zari.

Pass Federal Troops
Rice said that as they neared Yza-

bel Sunday they passed 300 federals,
who said tbey were going to Nacozari.
Rice, Smith and Borgeson left San
Nicholas Saturday and trrived at Yza-

bel Sunday at noon. The San Nich-
olas mine, which Is owned principally

BIsbs capital, was left in charge
a Mexican caretaker. A quantity
ore was also left at the mine.

Escabosa. the bandit who operated

south of the Arizona boundary line
several months ago, has been hand-
ed on the order of General Rojas,
the rebel who Is now op-

erating In the vicinity of Nacozari. ac-

cording to an authentic report that
reached the city yesterday

"While Rojas got a bad name in
Chihuahua, whether justly or other-
wise, according to reports he has
adopted a policy of protection for
American and American property In
Mexico. Escabosa's habit of plunder-
ing is said to have brought down up-

on him the wrath of Rojas. A week
ago Sunday while he was at San Jose,
Sonpra, he stated that be would hang
Escaboza and on the following day
he carried out his threat when ho
came upon the bandit In the Purlca
mountain, east of NacozaiS. The
Ret lew's Information comes indirect-
ly from a member of Rojas' command
who Is weil-know- n at Nacozari.

Escabosa terrorized the country
around El Tigre several months ago
and collected loot under the guise of

revolutionary leaders.
