The strike of tho mill employes of
the Moctezuma Copper Co.. was set-
tled on through the com
bined efforts of the prefect of the DSs
met Sr. Agnstln I'reciado, on learn-
ing of the reawos given by the mill--

men foi the strike, were dissatisfied,
claiming that the grounds therefor
were Insufficlcf, and that strike
was On SUndav last a
delegation of about 100 canie to N'aco- -

san to investigate the matter and
hear the complaints of the strikers.
who had alleged mistreatment oifthe
part or tne American mill suerinten1
ent, one shift boss and the time keei-er- .

The miners at that time advised the
men to return to work, as by their
unjust action they were only In-

conveniencing themselves but also
tho company and over 1600 miners at
I'llares who had no complaints io
make. Xfest of miners returned
to Pllares on SurnJuv evening and
Monday morning, without havinci
raaao mucn headway with the strike ,

leaders.
