Tho committee thon took a recess

after vhlch they reported that they
had decided upon a constitution and

s for tho guldancu of tho state
organization, which wore read and
adopted. The constitution provldos
for tho appointment of nn executive
commltteo and the selection of h
board of trustees of fifty members, to
be selected from the various coun-

ties In tho state. It also provides for
the publication of a monthly bulletin
to tell of the work of the organiza-
tion.

Tho committee recommended tho
choice of P. A. Thorwaldon of Mari-
copa county as president , and C. O.

Kills of Cochise county as treasurer.
The secretary will be chosen by the
executive committee. Tho executive
commltteo, as recommended by tho
committee, Included P. A. Thorwald
son, Albert Stolnfeld of Pima. Ru
dolph Kuchler of Phoenix; M. J.
Cunningham of Ulsbee. nud another
member to bo chosen later, nnd to
come from Gila county. These selec
tlons wero ratified by the convention.
