PADEREWISKI PLEADS ISONORA SOLDIERS'

FOR POLISH RELIEF

Famous Pianist Asks Ameri-
can People to Aid Those in

Starving Europe.

(By Review Leased Wire.)
NEW YORK. April 8. Ignaz Jan

i'aderwiski. the pianist and composer,
who is at the head of the Polish War
Roiiff Fund, declared in a statement
here today, in regard to efforts for tho
collection of money for Polish suffer-
ers, that they "are more of a political
than a humanitarian nature." Some
persons had expressed doubt, he said,
as to (he use of sending funds to a
country where "no more food can b
oltained until prices drop." Othets
objected on the ground "that nothing
could reach the victims, everything be-
ing taken by'the visitors." PaderwiskI
pointed out that the British were aid-
ing the Belgium population under Ger-
man control and that the French also
werp alleviating the suffering of their
people in northern France and asked
if it were reasonable to suppose they
would do this "if there is any risk of
confiscation of provisions'" by the Ger-
man ti'ilitary authorities. He admitted
that food was held at an almost pro-
hibitive price in Poland, but said "the
iiuestion is whether we ought lo save
those numerous endangered lives or
wait until the prices go down."

Poland is asking for charity, he snld
and not for political advice. "The pub-
lic," said PaderwiskI. "ought to bear
in mind that the needs of the popula-
tion are not confined to food, but ow-

ing to the destruction of some twenty
thousand villages, soiiie. shelter for
the inhabitants must be provided, for
which purpose larae sums of money
are required."

Americans" Arriving on Bor-
der from Interior Say About
6,000 Men Are Being

(By Review Leased Wire.)
DOUGLAS, April 8. Americans ar-

riving from Sonora today, said that
the troop movement eastward from
Front eras, 29 miles south of Douglas
toward the Chihuahua border, has been
practically completed by the defacto
Mexican troops. Today there remain-
ed in Fronteras less than one hundred
men as a garrison.

The rest are around Colonia Morelos
to which point 1X00 cavalry went iron.
Fronteras during the week.

More than 20(rt infantry troops, pre-
viously stationed in that locality, and
reported officially from time to time hy
Agua Pricta officials and the local
Mexican consul, increase the total of
