General Inez Salazar, formerly Connected with Huerta Re-

ime, Goes Over Chihuahua Border. Gavira, at Juarez,

Says He Thinks De Facto Troops Can Now Handle the
Situation and Take Care of Villa. Washington Silent.

EL PASO, Apri] 10.—General Gavira, Carranza communder at Joarez, to-
night snnounced that the foroes of the de facto govermmwent weré in a posi-
tion to take lmmediate control of the Villn situation If the American troops

wiihdrew.

Ceneral Cavira's statement was made in connection with the announce-
ment of Gen. Seott, chief of staff of the American army, that th, expedi
tionary object would be considered ac complished when Villa’s bands were
dispersed or “as soon as the troops of the d, facto zovernment are able 1o
reijove them of the work.”

“We have more men than enough now,” said Geperal Gavira. “If we
wern nhle to overcone Villa when he  bad 70000 men, had cannon and plenty
of supplirs, we gught to be able to diz pose of him now when his numbers
have dwindled down to a few detachmenis. It is a bhig territory to opernte
in and a single man has more chance to escape and hide than a jarge force
pould have. However, on all accounts of Villa we think he will be taken. If
not, it is bardiy likely that without proper surgival care he will not survive
for lone." L4
