MEN'S JOBS GOOD FOR WOMEN

A German manufacturing plant recently published ¢
careful. critical report of the conditions in its factory
where, since the war, women have teen doing men':
jobe, Most of the women employed there were Wage
earners for the first time in their lives,

In many ways the work of these women was mos
satisfactory. In a number of cases, they equalled men ir
their output, even at the heaviest sorts of labor. The
were quick to acquire skill and to increase a low output
to normal. At the very beginning, of course, some falsc
pride and embarrassment were shown by women whe
had never known what it meant to work for one's bread
This did not last long, however. Pay days, the feeling o
actual sccomplishment, similarly of circumstances anf
unity of purpose all proved great levellers. The womer
were sgon awake to the joy of self-support and to the
satisfaction of working with other.people, the sense o
collective unity.

There was one severe criticism against these womer
workers. They seemed unable to grasp the relationshi
of the part to the whole of their work, und rarely showes
a tendency to do their own thinking. Whether thes:
would prove to be characteristic feminine faults or whetl
er they were due to the comfortable circumstances fron
which most of these women come, can not be determines
in 50 short a time.

On the whole, the report shows surprising adapta
tion to entirely mew conditions. The women tackles
men's jobs with no training or preparation and perform
ed them creditably. Whether or not they keep on work
ing at men's jobs after the war, they have at least found
for themselves and other women new ideals, new courag:
and new purpose.

Ability to co-operate and selfconfidence must have
come to them to stay. And a lot of false pride and petty
