It has been the policy of the Fair
Commission in the past Vj encourage
the horsemen of the state, and six
races are set apart this year for Arr
zona horses only.

With the liberal purses offered,
there should be n dearth of horses,
instead these races should be rilled to
oversowing. It there is not a good
field of two year '.iUU this year, it
is quite probable that the colt races
in the future will be confined to three
year old trot and three year old pace.
