CATTLE KING, IS DEAD

IN CALIFORNIA CITY

Head of the Miller and Lux
Firm Passes Out He Was
the Largest Land and Cat-
tle Owner in the U. S.

SAN FltANCISCO, Oct. 17. Henry
Miller, the "Cattle King" of the west,
is dead.

Henry Miller, once a po'jr butcher
boy of San Francisco, owned at the
time of his death an empire in the
west described as "twice the size of
Belgium" and because of his vast
holdings of sheep and cattle, he was
known along the Pacific slope as "The
Cattle King."

He never knew himself exactly how
much land he held. Several years ago
experts estimated approximately 22,-71- 7

square miles or 14.539.2U0 acres
were under his c'jntrol, mostly in Cal-

ifornia, Nevada and Oregon. Miller
it has been said, could drive a herd
of cattle from Arizona to Oregon,
through the great central California
valley and each night camp on his
own land. At no stage of his trip
would he be out of sight of 'one of his
own ranches.

Born in Germany.
Miller was born in Brackenheim,

Wurtiemberg. July 21, 1827. When 20
years old he emigrated to America,
penniless, and worked as a butcher
boy in the Washington market in New
York City. In 1849 gold was discov-
ered in California and Miller followed
the hordes of gjld seekers to the Pa- -'

cific. In 1850 he w as still a butcher '
boy in San Francisco.

In 1S51 he launched into business
for himself. He met Charles Lux and
six years later the two formed the ,

partnership that later helped make
history on western ranges. Their
most active days were when the great
sweeps of the California valleys
stretched fenceless from the Sierra
Nevada foothills to the Coast Range
ujuntains, and when the vast land
grants were devoted mainly to cattle
raising. Gradually they watched the
settlers come, saw their ranches
marked off by barbed wire and or-

chards grow up where cattle for--
