Weber, who appears under the pro-

fessional name of Elu.er Gross, is one
of the lii.sk lest boys with one of the
huskiest records of any youth on the
t'jast At liis best he is a light-heav-

weighing around 1"! pounds, which is
some twenty or twenty-liv- e 'pounds
heavier than Buzucos.

In view of tj;ts handicap, and confi-

dent of his ability to dispose of the
San Franciscan, Weber makes the
proposition to throw Buzul'js twice in-

side of an hour for a hundred dollars,
and says he and his friends will take
all the side money the San Franciscan
wishes to put up.

Buzucos, when told of the challenge
last night, declared the challenge was
accepted, and it is hoocd to bring the
two wrestlers together t".lay to talk
over plans for their n atch in the near
future. , .

In all probability the Orpheum
theatre will be secured, possibly for
some Sunday afternoon.

Weber, the challenger, appeared in
his last wrestling match at Los Ange-
les three months ago, when he and
Tony Ajax went to the mat for an
hour without decision, but it was
claimed Weber had the better of his
opponent at the finish. A few months
before, Weber threw August Sept
twice in an hour and six minutes.

On the other hand Buzucos &ys
claim to the welterweight champion-
ship of the world, and has a string of
victories as long as his arm, extend-
ing Vver fifteen years of wrestling in
public.
