income, the federal government, the
state, the county, and the school dis-
trict. He said that the present ten-
dency is to increase the burden of the
nation and state, and decrease that of
the county and school district.

The government support of the
schools was primarily to promote vo-
cational education. The original plan
was for the state and federal govern-
ment to match dollar for dollar that
was expended along these lines. This
has been changed so that the state
pays approximately three-fourth- This
system has developed as none thought
it would, and Philbrock pointed out
that small country schools, not pro-
perly equipped, to carry on- - vocational

Country school boards are
not always well qualified and buy
things they-do- nl need and no
use for. The county unit system, a
bill for which is now before the
legislature, would bring about a much
more efficient administration of coun-
try schools. It would consolidate thf
administration of all the country
schools in the county under one school
board instead of under 70 as at pres-
ent. It is evident that supplies could
be bought withgTeater economy and
nunierons other savings effected. (In
an interview after his talk Philbrook
said that he did not think there was
much chance of this bill being passed
by the stale legislature. It is opposed
by the country districts and the coun-
try school boards whb enjoy their

In Payrolls Is Menacing
I usiness Of All Lines

- CHICACO, Jan. 27. General wage
reductions on the larger railroads will
be considered tomorrow by the labor
committee of the American Associa-
tion of Railway JSxeeutives in i n ef-

fort to solve what railroad otficials
say is a precarious transportation
situation. The meeting will make def-
inite to the associa-
tion with view to bringing the mat-
ter before the railroad labor board. .

Tomorrows meeting will be behind
closed doors, but It was predicted by
railroad officers that the committee's
recommendations would be for some
sort of reduction in wages.

The meeting is held in accordance
with resolution adopted by the as-
sociation January 7. The resolution
brings to the attention of all member
roads the necessity to observe all
rates of pay and working conditions
as established by the railroad labor
board until the same are changed by
"orderly process." Meanwhile the
subject was referred to the labor com-
mittee ior early consideration and
report." - Members of this committee
include W. It. Scott, president of the
Southern Pacific Lines in Texas and
Louisiana.

Failure of increased rates to earn
the expected revenue, decrease in
business, the present large payroll and
high .operating exiM-nse- s were given
as reasons for probable action before
the. railroad labor board to cut wages.

"Msny railroads are in bad fioan-cia- l.

condition," declared Samuel O.
Dunn, . advisory counsel to the Asso-
ciation of Railway Executives. "This
is due to decline in business and
failure of the rates to earn the reve-
nue expected. Railroads, during Sep-
tember, October ana November when
they did their heaviest business, fail-
ed to earn the large net returns ex-
pected, .

"The roads have made reductions
in their forces, made necessary by the
decline in business. They are.operat-in- g

as economically as possible and
they find no way out except to re-
duce the payroll. The 1917 payroll
