Storage Battery Is
Most Important of

Car Electric Parts

From the beginning of electric start
ing and lighting of automobiles, the
storage battery has been and contin-
ues to be the most important part in
the entire system. In recent years,
this importance has been still further
increased by the growing tendency to

l depend altogether on the battery for
ignition. This was a perfectly natural
development, for in order to have the
car lighted when the engine was not
running, one must have a battery.
This in turn, necessitates a generator
connected with the engine, so that
one can use engine power when run-
ning to keep the battery fully charged
and not be compelled to have it re-
charged from some outside source at
expense to the owner.

A good automobile battery must bo
one with low internal reistance. It
must not increase capacity too rapid
ly on charge and yet must give an im
mense output on sudden demand.
Great attention had to be paid to the
mechanical structure of the battery,
to the manufacture of the plates from
carefully selected lead compounds
paster upon a lead frame work called
a "grid," to the balancing of all ele
ments in each cell. In other words
not. only the compromise as a whole.
but. many individual parts of the bat-
tery had to be a compromise between
the advantages of size, long life, cost.
etc., and the problem was to find just
the rtght compromise.

Perhaps the greatest improvement
made in the internal structure of the
automobile starting an lighting bat
tery is tne development or the well-know- n

used in Wtllard Batteries. This is
made by piercing the rubber cross
ways, that is from the surface to sur
face, with nearly 200,000 little threads
This combination makes it' possible to
use th strongest and most durable in
sulating material known, because it
permits the chemical action of the
battery to go on through the threads
by capillary attraction, and yet does
not allow the active materials of the
plates to come in contact which ul
timately results if the rubber is pierc-
ed with holes and is not protected by
additional insulation of some other
kind.

If the car owner could only realize
the years of incessant labor and
thought that have gone into the mak
ing of the units of the electrical sys
tem on his car. he would better under
stand why it deserves a little careful
attention from him. It is amazing
that the various manufacturers involv
ed have managed to produce types of
apparatus that so successfully resist
the neglect which they often receive.

SELF COOLING PLUG
By the insertion of a tube down the

center of a new plug, air is drawn
through at each intake, stroke or the
piston. That Is just after the com
pression, when the sparking points
are hottest. This, therefore, cools the
points. It is claimed, also, that this
prevents accumulation of oil, blows
out the foul gases in the chambers of
the plug and effects a saving in oil.
This tube permits also of priming the
engine directly through the plug.
