been increased, whils he was & member
during the term for which he was elected
sod lor one year after]the expiration of
wuch term.” By the above quotation it
will be readily seon that Congress meant
a permanent office, or the salary or emol-
uments certainly eonld not be increased
were it only an office with a lifo of only
twenty days and then to lorever pass
ool of existence, aa in the case of cur
State constitutional convention. This
has been brought up simply lor the pur-
pose of leaving in the shade men who
have made a name for themselves in the
last legislatare.

an enterprise is what Mohave county
noeds. With a smelter at the Yoeea
Copper Camp, not one pound of ore nead
be shiipped out of the county for trest-
ment. Every ton of ore shipped to out-
side smelters from this county now pays
an average of §11 fo the railroad com-
pany. The average monthly shipments
of ore is from 300 to 500 tons per month,
or from $3,30) to $5,600 in freights. With
a smelter within our own county this
amount woall be saved to the chloriders
and mining men ol Mohave.
