A Petrified Foreat.

F. B. Schemerhorn, Geologist of the
Idabio World's Fair Bureau, who recent-
Iy discovered the great glaciers in Idaho
connty, has found a tossil furest in the
center of Custer county, In the same
loeulity he has Jiscovered the petrified
hones of & now extinct race i men and
animals, which will be sent to Chicago.
The forest covers an area of four square
miles and the condition ol the ground
shows that at one time an enormous flow
of clay which worked in from the north-
west has buried the tree trunks to a
great depth. This clay has tarned to
stonie and no one can ascertain its true
depth. This clay has turned to stone
and no one can ascertain its true depth
without going to great expense. Al the
trees in this forest have their tops broken
off and stand from 10to 40 feet shove
the ground, averaging about 28 to the
acre, Schemerhorn took the exict meis-
urement of some ol the trees and found
them to average 12 feet In dismeter on
top and 16 feet in diameter at the surface
How far the trunk reach-
through the clay stone to the woil he
had no means of ascertaiiing. A branch
which had become detached from a tree
and was lying abont 16 feet from it was
three fest in diameter.
