The chargs of No. 6 shot passed through
his arm below the elbow, tesring away
the flesh and muscles in & horrible man-
ner. His compunion in the boat at the
time wua Alfred Conkey, who was too
much frightened 10 be of any service,
and but for the timely assistance of Ben
Paddock, a half breed Indian, he would
have bled to death. Mr. Paddock took
the wounded boy to Needles and he was
placed in the railrond nospitsl. Drs.
Reese and Himoe soon had the wound
dressed, but were uncertain about wav-
ing the arm. Mrs, Ryan, the wounded
boy’s mother, was telegrapbhed for and
lelt for Needlea on first train. She found
the boy getting along as well as could be
expected and that seme friends were
caring for him. At last accounts it was
thonght the boy's arm woald be saved.
Drs. Himoe and Reese, who have charge
of the cane, are carefol, paine-taking
phivaicians who wili do all in their power
to bring the youngster around a:l right,

While we recognize the fuct that the
care of the indigent sick of this county
has heen w fearinl drain on the tax pay-
ers we do not think that sending patients
into  Calitornia will prove successful.
Old residents of this county who are sick
and indigent will not become a county
charge until they are in the last stages
of disease and then they cannot be
moved, No man muffering with poeu-
monia can be moved out of the county
and ghonld the siate of California look
into tbe matter it may force the county
to return all patients ta the county after
they recover. Another reasun that csn
be well advanced is that money that
hoald be well distributed in this county
would go into the coffers of outside peo-
ple. The county hospital business affuir
is easy of woluton. All that is necessary
tohave tua affair looked into carefnlly
and let none receive benefita unless en-
titled thereto. Gross earelessness has
been displayed in the management of
hospital affsirs the past year and if the
wrongs are righted patients can in the
main be kept here ss cheaply as in Cali-
fornia.
