Dear Sir: Tho Santa Po Pacific rail-
road company hereby tenders to Mo-

have county the sum of 7,993.11$ to bo
applied as payment in full of taxos
claimed to bo duo from said company
to Mohave comity on its railroad and
appurtenant property including roll-
ing stock, rails,road bed, buildings, pipe
Hues, telegraph lines, etc. This tax is
based on a total assessment which is
equivalent to a valuation of 2,500.00$
per mile. The amount of main mile
ago and tho tax is figured at 189S rate.

This is in accordance with the basis
on which wo pay taxes in Yavapai, Co-

conino, Navajo and Apacho counties,
and in accordance with tho proposed
tax compromise agreement that we
submitted to your board of county
supervisors last July, not accepted by
them. Nevertheless we are willing to
make payment on the basis outlined
by such compromise agreement aud
hereby tenter you the sum of 7,99X11$.

We also tenter you tho sum of
1S4.9CW to pay tho tnxos on $24,9S7.49

acres of laud, total valuation of said
land being 4,997.50$. Our company re-

fuses to pay taxes on sections 1, 3, 5,
11, 13, 23, 25 and 35 in township 23, X.
It. 18 VV. and on all of odd numbered
sections iu township 22, X. It. 17 ,

for tho reason that wo consider the
amount of money necessary to meet
the taxes of greater value than the
land itself, and aro therefore willing
that the sections named should be
taken by tho territory for taxes.

General Mining News

Great activity is reported in the
placer gold section of New Mexico,
whero tho Edison syndicate is about
to commenco operations for separat-
ing gold from sand by a new process.
A New Mexican correspondent of a
Wisconsin paper statos that during the
past three months over 12,000,000$ has
changed hands thero in tho purchase
of mining properties and In contracts
for electric plants and mills for crush-
ing and treating ores. Most of the In-

terested parties are from New York,
Boston and Denver. Tho placer fields
are near Golden, and tho name of tho
camp is Bland. It is said that United
States experts have estimated tho
amount of gold in these fields at the
immense value of 800,000,000$.

An Unnecessary Panic.

Early in tho present year, when the
increased and increasing demand for
iron and steel in this country, and the
enhanced iron nnd steel prices of the
first two mouths had given abundant
assurance that the whole year would
1)0 ono of great prosperity for our iron
aud steel manufacturers, a cry at once
went up in certain quarters that our
capacity for the production of iron ore,
coal, coke and pig iron would not be
equal to the demand. This apprehen-
sion was calculated to produce, and did
aid greatly In producing a panicky feel-
ing among the consumers of many iron
and steel products, particularly pig
iron, steel billets and structural steel,
wno made haste to place orders for fu-

ture delivery which would otherwise
have been withheld until near the time
when tho materiel ordered would be
needed. Of course speculators helped
along the panic. Subsequent events
have established the fact that this
panic was wholly unnecessary. Activ-

ity in the iron trade, accompanied by
remunerative prices, we were certain
to have any way, and tho producers
did not, therefore, want a panic among
consumers, while consumers would
have fared far better if thoy had not
been frightened into the hasty placing
of orders. Prom February to October
this panicky condition continued, but
in October it viitually ended. Prices
are no longer advancing by leaps and
bounds, and some prices are actually
receding; there is little if any scarcity
of auy iron and steel products; nobody
now thinks that our iron and steel ca-

pacity in any direction will bo unequal
to a legitimate demand.

Wo early coutended that there would
be no scarcity of iron ore, coal, coke
aud pig iron to meet this year's extra-
ordinary demand for iron and steel.
Notwithstanding all tho excitement
above alluded to, our hopeful view of
the situation affecting these raw ma
terials have been sustained by the
facts. Thero has been a scarcity of
cars to move raw materials with the
promptness that was desired, but the
furnaces and rolling mills aud steel
works that have had their operations
curtailed by an Inability to procure
raw materials, eveu through a scarcity
of cars, aio very few in number, and
this inconvenience, as wo have indicat
ed, was the reoult of unnecessary panic.
We havo produced this year all tho iron
ore, coal, coke aud pig Iron that was
needed for present consumption, and
the output of each has been of extra
ordinary magnitude. As the demand
increased we have added coko oven to
coke oven and cargo to cargo of irou
ore, while furnaces that had long been
idle needed only tho stimulus of au I

abnormal demand for pig iron to make '

them agaiu active In some finished
irou aud steel products thero has been
at times a scarcity, not because of au
actual lack of producing capacity, but
because consumers all wanted to be
served at onco Now they aro less per-
sistent. Bulletin.
