Greatest Hoard of Gold in the World.

Nearly one thousand, three hundred
tons of gold lie today in the vanlts of
the treasary of the United States, the
@reatest hoard of the yellow metal ever
@athered in the history of the world,
Four hapdred tons of this gold are
piled, like bags of salt, within the four
wulls of the sublreasury in Wall Street,
New York. Oatside the treasury hoard
there is in eircalation through the
conntry a nearly equsl amount of gold
coin, making more than two thousand
five hundred tons of goid in the United
States, benring the imprint of the eagle.
The wvalue of this coin is more than one
billion, two handred and sixty million
dollars,

Oune of the remarkable things about
this gold is that, despite the fact of its
forming one hall of the country’s eir-
culating money, it in rarely seen io the
eourse of ordinary basiness. One may
live in New York or Chlcago or San
i"rancisco withoat seeing a siongle gold
coin fora year, This is in strikiog
contrast to conditions abroad, where
gold ia everyhody's coln. The gold
soverelgn of England is as current as
the five dollar silver sertificate of this

conntry, There, & man with a small
ineome may not have a plece of paper

money (the five-poand Bauk of Eng-

land note is the smanllest,; in his hands
for mouths, What becomes of all our
American gold? The mines of Colo-
rado, California, Aluska, and other
gold producing regions of the west add
eighty million dollars a year to our
hourd of gold, and three-fonrths of
this output goes to the miats. The
yearly coinuge of gold actunlly ap-
prosches in value the entire circula.
tion of silver dollars,

The treasury holds in trast, against
oulstanding gold certifioates, four hun-
dred milllon dollars in gold eoin,
These gold certifloates rauge from
twenty dollars to ten thousand dollars,
They are Issued from the treasury in
exchauge for gold coin or bullion, and
are just a4 good ns gold. The Boglish-
man wears his pockets out carrying
gold coiu around with him; the Ameri-
can prefers to have his woney in the
form of representative puper that can
be fulded compactly in his wuistcont
pocket, In the snb treasury at New
York, recwntly, I pleked ap a handful
of gold certificates of the vuluw of three
million, six handred thousand dollars;
the boudle conld be stowed away in
one’s hip pocket, but it represented
seven toor of gold, Stored In the
viaults of the buildiog st the time was
u hoard of gold coiu of the vslue of
two hundred million dollars. In one
vault, no larger than the bedroom of
a New York flat, was au aggregate of
seventy-elght million dollars 10 gold.
This was stored in little white bags
atowed away in scores of stesl boxes,
covering the foor walls of the vault
from floor to celling. Kvery box was
sealed, aud some of the seals were
dated severnl years back. The flrst
