From this all
too imperfect and faulty assurance may
my many supporters throughout the
State divine, in some degree, the depth
of my appreciation.

But while ] am very much gratified
with the outeome of the recent elee-
tion, viewed as & whole, I feel it my
duty, nevertheless, to express my
great regret at the evidence that cer-
tain powerful interests ia this State
have seemingly decided adversely by
their vote on eertain humane and con-
structive messures leading to a better
government and n higher citizenship.

Nevada is essentially a metal-pro- |
ducing state, metallic produels con-
stitutiog more than 98 per cent of the |
totsl value of the state’s mineral out-
put, according to the United States
geulogical survey. Thongh Nevada is
ab present of much l:ss relative im-
| portance a8 u mining state than it was
|in the days of tie famous Comstock
"tode, it conti s to rovk Fret in the
production of silver, which is third
among the wineral products of the
(state. The most important mineral
prolact of Nevada is copper, in the
prodietion of vhich Nevadn ranks fifth
t mony the states. Gold mining ranks
second among the statc's mineral in-
| dualries,

I The produetion of copper incressud
feam G0,ATT.404 pouncs in 1912 to 90,-
693,751 pounda in 1913, but with a de-
eline in value from 14,268,787% to 14,-
057,5318. Copper mining s one of the
new industries of the state, It did not
begin on &n important seale uatil 1908,
with the development of the Ely dis-
trict in White Pine county. In 1907,
prior to the development of the Ely dis-
trict, the copper praduction of the
state was less than 2,000,000 pounds,
but in 1918 it exceeded 9u,000,000
pounds.

In sympathy with the general ten-
dency in the decreased production of
gold, the output of gold in Nevada de-
creased from 650,943 fine ounces, val-
ued at 13,456,180% in 1912, to £70,589
fine ounces, valued at 11,795,1808% in
1913. More than 60 per cent of the
gold produced in Nevada in 1912 and
1918 came from the Goldfield and Tono-
i pah districts.

I The pronuction of «1 G
from 14,368,063 fine ounces, valued at
8,836.9748, in 122, to 16,080,083 fine
ounces, valued at 9,718,4108, in 1913,
{ About T0 per cant of the silver output
[is derived from the Tonopsh district.

| To what ¢xtent the Comstock lde in
Churehill county hes fallen from its
high estata in the production of silver
is indicated by the faet that in 1276,
|when this famous district was at its
zenith, the output was over 17,000,000
quncea of silver, and in 1918 the total
prodetion from Churchill county wus
less than 1,500,000 ounces.

The total valie of the mineral pro-
ducts of Nevada in 1913 amounted to
37,842,0848, against 39,111,828% in 1912,

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Marvelous Growth of United
States in Half Century.

A Washington dispatch says:—The
enormous growth of the United States
during the last half century was shown
in a report issued today by the bureau
of foreign and domestic commerce.
While the report is for the period of
1850-1914, the meager stalistics for the
first half of the century makes them
comparatively unimportant.

After pointing out that since 1850 the
population of the country has more
than quadrupled, being now more than
100,000,000, the report says:

““In the same period, Lowever, for-
eign commerce has grown from 318,-
000,0008 to 4,259,000,000% and the per
capita value of exports from 16.9€§ to
23.273.

“*National weglth has increased from
seven billion dollars to, in 1870, ap-
proximately 140,000,000,000; money in
eireulation from 270,000,0008 to 3,419,-
000,0008, and New York bank clearings
from approximately five billion to more
than ninety-eight billion dollars, whila
for the entire country bank clearings
have grown from fifty-two billion «do'-
lars in 1877, the earhest year for which
firures are availuble, to 174,000,000,0008
in 1913."

Seventy-five Miles Squarz of the
Most Beauti ul Ragion on
Which the Sun Shines.

Farmjng, Stockraising, Timber and

Mining in the Northern Part
of Mohave County.

Divided from the southern part of
Mohave county by the terbulent waters
of the Colorado, is the moest beautiful
region on which t.e s:n shines; rich in
gold and copper mincs; rich in a salubri-
ous climate; rich in its nutritious grass-
e8] rich in its alluvial lands; rich in its
towering forests of cedur. tamarae and
pine; rich in its crystd springs and
babbling brooks, where sl nature is
indeed glad,

Walter Brown, ex-sheriif of Mohave
county and one of the best men in the
county, has just come down from that
section where himeelf, W. F. Girounds,
Frank Crozier and Geor.e Webb Hale,
all of whom arz very favorably known
as leading stock men, have started a
big ranch with several toousand head
of cattle. Ed. Franklin, a farmer and
ranger came down with Mr. Brown.
Franklin lives 25 miles south of the
Utah line and Brown's cattle ‘ranch is
50 miles sonth of the line.

There are thousgantds upon thousaods
of acres; bunca grass up to
belly, and not a hoof of eatile on .

Tnousands of acres of a rich loam
soil, and only a farm here and there,
and yet tnis sime land will produce
bountiful erops of wheut, corn, rye, su-
gar cane, fruits and vegetavles.

Three billion feet of good pine and
cedar saw timber, from twenty to for-
ty feet to a imb, sufficient indeed to
fully warrant builiing a railroad into
that section. There are two saw mulls,
one at Mt. Trumoull and one «t Pari-
shant.

The wonderful Grand Gulch copper
mine, with its enormouas shoots of 45 to
60 per cent ore, and in car load lots the
ore averages 50 per cent. The com-
pany has shipped a great deal of this
character of ore witain the past five
years,

The principal town in that section is
Littlefield, with « pogul.tion of 100 peo-
ple. Moeccusin has s population of u5.

There is a weekly automobile hne
from Lund, on the Salt Lake line, a
distance of G5 miles, to St. George; and
& Jdaily mail stage from Molena t, 5t
George and mal from the lalter to
Littlefield.
