the Union PaciSc It is stated positively
that these roads will henceforth be opened
in complete harmony, and with the view
of each giving to the other all the trallic
its agents can secure for points on eithe--lin- e.

The agreement was first ratified .by the
boaiil of directors of the Union Pacific
company with the government directors
present, and then by the board of direc-
tors of the Chicago ft Northwestern.
The effects of tlu alliance
may be inferred from i lie fact that the Chi-
cago ft Northwestern operates about 4,800
miles of road and that t he total length of
all lines of the Union Pacific is about li, :!00
miles. The letter lias trallic and other
arrangements which enable it to reach
Portland, Ore. The muin line extends
from Council Bluffs to Ogden, I "tali. It
also has extensive 1 ran lies to Penver,
Leadvllls, and Kansas City.

Tho recent settlement of tho long-existin- g

difference! letween trie Union and
Northern Pacific interests places the Union
Pacific in a nn re advantageous position
than ever before and adds to the Import-
ance of the new scheme entered into with
tho Chicago & Northwestern. Thero i?,
however, a far deeper significance in all
this than appear on the surface The
Chicago Sc Northwestern is under the con-
trol of the Vandsrbilta and its board of
directors includes several gentlemen closely
allied with their interests. The Vander-bilt- s

have for several years boon solidify-
ing their lines east of Chicago, and have
expended vast sums of nnmoy in improve-
ments.

Now, with their close affiliations with the
Union Pacific, tho Vunderhilts will, in nil
probabi ity, branch out toward the Pacific
ocean. This could very readily be done by
continuing the line of the Union Pacific
from Frisco, Utah, southwest to one of the
southern California seaports in proximity
to Los Angeles. With the enormous finan-
cial backing which the scliome would have
there can be little doubt ns to the speedy
completion of the lino when once work is
undertaken.

What gives color to tho rumored inten-
tion of the Vnnderbilts is the steady ab-
sorption of Union Pacific shares for some
time, supposed to be on their account. As
already stated, that part of tho program
which brings tho Union Pacific and Chi-
cago Northwestern into closer harmony
is already settle I. Those who ought to
know declare that it will not bo long be-

fore a Vanderbilt through line, extending
from ocean to ocean, will be an accom-
plished fact.

It is stated that, the consolidation scheme
was entered into by the Vnnderbilts to
protect their interests and form a trans-
continental rival to the Huntington-Oonl- d

combination. Tho Northwestern joined
in tho agreement because its rival, tho
Milwaukee .S: St. Paul road, was in the
other scheme. It is a fight between Van-
derbilt and Gould, with millions of dollars
and thousands of miles of railroad behind
each of the magnates.

At Boston, President Chorles Francis
Adams could not be seen concerning
the traflic arrangement of his road,
tho Union I aoiflc, with tho Chicago
& Northwestern. From other sources it
was learned that the arrangement had
been made, and henceforth through trains
will lie run over both roads from Chicago
to the western termini of the Union
Pacific. The arrangement is the result of
Mr. Adams' trip to the West, where he
reorganized the road on a new working
basis.

Id's
Exposition of ls'J'J for Chicagf, the com-
mittee have lieen indefatigable in tneir
laliors ;ind are leaving no siones un-
turned to accomplish their aim.

work that w is being done V. B. Holmes
walked in and, addressing Secretary
Cragin, said: "Onlohalf of the Chicago
City Railway Company I wish to sub-
scribe for 1100,000 worth of stock," nt
the same time handing him a check foi
$2,000, which was 2 per cent, of his sub-
scription.

Senator Blair ripened h s eyes but s lid
nothing, and before he left headquarter;
he was enthusiastic for Chicago.

That the financial part of the concern
is all right is shown bv the fact that
seven million dollars have already been
suDscriooa, witli at least tnreo million
more in sight.

The surest ml most reliable source oi
information as to the woik being done in
New York to secure the fair, aud the feel-
ing of the people in regard to it, is the
press of that city. It is already officially
known not only that littlo money hag
been raided there but also that its finan-
cial committee has reported that it does
not know how to raise any more. The
New York 1'ost says:

"The oommittee have not done a sirok
of workoxcept passing a resolution which
has excited great opposition to the fair
on tho put of a large and influential por-
tion of the public. It has neither site,
plan, nor scope. It has not acquired a
a foot of ground nor a dozen brick. It
work is nothing more thon the expres-
sion of a vague hopo, desire, or aspira-
tion, which it cau recall in five minutes."

The indispensable requirement! of an
eligible locution for a world's fair are
lacking in New York City. These are an
ample supply of pure water, as well as
ample space, and accommodation and
transportation for all exhibits and visit-
ors. Chicago is not deficient in these es-

sentials, and can re idily accommodate
250,000 strangers daily It is a well-know- n

fact that New York City's hotels
aud street railways are taxed to their full
capacity daily by the ordinary e very-da- y

transit.
President Y'erkes, of the North Chi-

cago Street Railway Company, has re-

turned from a living visit to the East, and
whatever doubt he has ever had about
Chicago gettin,' the World's Fair was dis-
pelled by what he saw ami heard. "I di-

vided my time," he said, "between Phila-
delphia and New York, and if the
facts could be known there is no
surer thing than that the masses in both
places are in favor of Chicago for the
World's Fair. What was the argum nt
I found in Philadelphia an almost uni-
versal sentiment in favor of the West,
the reason being that the people realize
that too little is known of the country at
large and believe that locating the fair
in Chicago would le an Inducement to
thousands to visit tho West who never
have, and ot hot wise never would, but die
without beginning to know anything of
the extent and reseuices of the land in
which thoy lived. Then again they argue
that the East has hail two monster fairs
already - one In old Crystal Palace, ia
New York, many years iio, and the Cen-
tennial in Philadelphia and, besides,
they admit that the East is not prepared
to do an exposition of the kind tho
degree of justice that wo ild be accorded
it in the great Mississipi. In fact, 1

found that tho Philadelphiana admitted
about everything the nirst enthusiast!'
Chicagoans claimed as to ihc advantage
of our location, our facilities to handle
nuge crowds and care for visitors, and
when the time comes and Philadelphia
does not lend a helping hand, I will bo
great ly disappointed-- "
