poem of the Fifteenth Century:

This is the earliest allusion to the custom
of keeping up the Christmas festivities foi
twelve days, which ,n counts for our modern
Twelltll .Night, a gn at theatrical and gene
ral holiday in Kuglaad. lull to which no ut
tent ion is paid in this country The ancient
carol at the bringing in of the boar's head at
Christmas dinners, still sung at Queen's Col-
lege, Oxford, is as old as the first Henry, for
at his coronation, in 1170, we learn that it
was used ns follow.:

Almost all t he old carols have Latin bur-
dens or intermixtures, showing t heir monas-
tic origin, and it was when the English Refo-
rmation had established the Episcopalian li-

turgy that these Latin scraps wee banished
from the jovial songs of Merry Christmas,
the time when everybody was feasted, and
when the meanest serving man, the lowliest
peasant was welcomed to the most lordly
banqueting hall, placed benent h the salt, and
among the nobles and fair ladies, sang his
rude carols and played his merry pmilksj as
We read in an old author, "among the
Christmas hushandlie I are, good drink, a
good lire in the hall, brawne. pudding and
SOUse, a ml mustard w it hall, beef, mut t on and
pork slued, pies of the best, pig, veal, goose.
Capon, and turkey, cheese apples, and nuts,
with a jolly carol to the tune ol "King Solo-
mon.'"

Many of the early Christmas carols are
rude in structure, defective in rhyme, and of
a childish simplicity in matter w hich appear
very comical to our enlightened generation,
w hile some den with minn lcs appertaining
i o t beincarnation, of which nothing short of
the most, primitive purity could permit the
recitation. Of this latter class is the Carol
of Holy Mary and the Cherry Tree, still, in a
somewhat modernized form, sung by the
peasantry and lend miners of the Derbyshire
Peak. It commences:

Joseph w as an old man
.Anil jtii o'd into, wns hg
And he married Mary,
Queen oi Uatilee.

Another very curious enrol of Christmas-
time printed on ballad paper, in black letter,
may yet occasionally be found pasted on a
Derbyshire cottage wall, which is headed
"Christus natus est." and which is orna-
mented with a Hide wood-c- ut of theNativity,
in which are seen a number of domestic ani-
mals w it h labels issuing from t l.eir luout lis.
Thus the rooster crows' "Christus natnsest."
The raven asks, "Qunndo?" The cow ans-
wers, "Hac nOCte." The ox bellows, "I'bi?
Obi? The sheep bleats, "Bethlehem," while
a dove c miag out of a cloud bears in its
beak the legend, "Gloria in Excelsis."

Very many of the early carols have been
irrevocably lost, as they were handed down
orally from generation to generation and
never became imprisoned in type, and these
of the most singular character, too. Old
cronies crooned them over to the cradled ba-
ilies, and young maidens learned them from
t heir grand mot hers, but. cheap literal ure and
national schools have banished these cus-
toms, and the carols have gradually laded
from memory, a fragment, a stanza, or a
tine here and there g heard Irom the lips
of a shepherd-la- d or a Derbyshire milkmaid.
