THE DYNAMITE CRUISER'S WON-
DERFUL PROJECTILE,

Shot From a Gun, It Sweeps Up and
Down the Alr Like a Great Bied
—A Terrible Engine.

Some test experiments in the throwing

of projectiles from the dynamite cruiser
Yesuvius were recently muade off Port
Royal, South Carolina, with very inter-
esting results, The projectiles used were
gight feet long, ten inches in dinmeter, |

The body of the dummy projectile was a
spirally welded cylinder, inte which the
base aud head were serewed, and these
were also conaected by an iron bar in the
axis of the cylinder  The base was of |
cast iron, and carried a brass band on

which were a number of wings curved so |
a3 to rotate the proiectile as it passed |
throngh the air. Thue sabot, or
check,” which occupied the centre of the
ten-inch shell in the ifteen-inch gun, was
also a*tached to the Late, but in such
marner as to fall off, as arule, as soon as
the projectile left the gun. The head

Asovt Microngs,—Prof. Charles F.
Chandler of Columbia College addressed
a large audience recently in the lecture
hall of the American Museum of Natural

Coutaminations.”  Beginuing with the
properties of gases and their relations to

| sideration of those invisible focs of ull

forms of animal and vegetable life re-
vedled by the microscope, and known as
germs, microbes, and bacilli.  Prof.

‘(Ilmn-l]cr described a microbe as being
{ 50 small that it would require 12,000 of

them to form a procession one inch in
length, and 24,000 of them to make an
inch in Dreadth. A drop of water
one-eighth ¢f an inch in dismeter
was as large for the evolutions of a ba-
cillus as the harbor of New York would
be for a whale. Ie stated that they
multiplivd by dividing themselves once
every twenty minutes, so that seventy-
two generations of them were larm]m:cd
inside of n single day. From a single
bucillus 16,000,000 might be generated
inside of twenty-four hours. Nearly all
the diseases that afflict mavkind, Prof.
Chaudler suid, were produced by specific
forms of microbes, Searlet fever, typhus,
typhoid, and even Asiatic cholern had
each its peculiar germ. Tt was found
that these microbes could not exist un-
der certain degrecs of heat or cold, and
scientifie investigators were every day
adding to our stock of knowledge az to
how we can best protect ourselves from
these invisible foes of the humun race.

houses. 1 they had been intended pri-
muily for the accommodation and secur
ity of ruts and mice, aund for pur-
poses of swilt and uncontrolluble eoniln-
gration, you could not bave improved
upon their construction. Not only do
you provide innumerable wooden thues,
half-tilled with shavings as dry as tindex
aud lined with dry splinters of inflam
mable wood, but you cross and interlace
them so thut it is impossible to prevent o
frec dranght through every one ol them
ut all They ure, moreover, so
well protected on the visible side by fire-
proof plastering that the merest spark of
tire once started within them has ample
time to extend indefinitely before it is
discovered, and to get into full blast be-
fore its exact location ean be nsacrtained.
Now, the same provisions for makiog
our houses warm in cold weather
and keeping them cool in warm, arc also
socurities ngninst sudden conflagration,
the thought of which hangs in teérror
over us at all times, especinlly on those
tempestuous winter nights the
stoves, grates and furoaces are crowded
to their utmost, when a fire would be
most destructive and its immediate con
sequences the most to be dreaded, —[E
(.
