The managers of the popular-priced
houses, if they will stick together,
can accomplish the desired object,
and it wouldn't be a bad idea if their
more arlstocratic brethren would fol.
low their example.

New Yonk's crusade agninst the
forryboat Is to be imlitated by the
Municipal Order League of Chicago,
which purposes to begin hostilities
agninst persons who chew tobacco
and leave visible reminders thereof
in the street cars. The street rall
wuy companles have notices posted
in the cars requesting passengers not
to spit on the floor. These notices
might as well be In Banscrit for all
the good they do. The tobacco chew-
ing and expectorating goes on with-
out Intermission and without any
protest from the conductors.
