Professor UfTclmann has, m9 a
thorough Invcstluatlonof tho digesti-
bility and assimilation of cow's tullk,
In tho caso both of adults' and In-

fants, and It apt oars that tho latter
possess an aborptlvo power some-
what Rreator than that of tho grown
man. Tho Infant absorbs less al-

bumen nnd fatty material than th"
man, but on tho othor hand makes It
up In solid substance, and the suxar
Is completely absorbed. As to tho
salts, while the Infant' assimilates
seventy Ave tosovcntyn!Rhtperccnt.
of thnso contained In tho milk of Its
mother, It Jbsorbs only twontyQvo
to thirty of those contained In cow's
milk, because In tho first place tho
latter holds a much larger amount,
and, in tho second place, tho clots
found In the Infant's stoma h arc so
much denser by this milk that they
Interfere with abiorptlon. Some
authors maintain that bailed tullk,
and especially milk cooked under
pro'suro, Is digested moro easily than
raw milk, but Professor Uffeltnann's
experiments contradict this entirely.
Again, all bodies added to the milk
which diminish tho consistency of
tho clots Increaso Its dlgcstlb llty.
Tho addition of water one part milk
to throe of water Increases by almost
11 vo per cent the proportion of pep-
tones contulned In tho digested mor-
sels. Diluting with mucilaginous
preparations assists this result more
than water; the use of gum arable Is
hurtful, but, ns tbo acid of the gum
Is hurtful, It is necessary to add a
small quantity of bicarbonate of soda.

1'htuses or Development.
Different centuries produce different

types of humanity, through born of
the same race. The best of men Will
commit deeds in one era at which the
worse would hes tate in another.

from their birth.

Tho worst of tho Borglus and tho
Viscontl were nioroly tho product of
their age, which encouraged crime
and rewarded tho finer nuallt'es with
contempt and failure. Tho story of
the llttlo son of the Chief Minister cf
the Duko of Athens who, during the
lat tor's rulo ln'l'.orcnco, used to de-
light in being present at tho tortures
ordered by his father, .'s a striking ex-
ample of the effect of circumstance
upon character. Tho child had ac-

quired a taste for thesu sccuces. and
used to plead that the tortures might
be prolonged beyond tho t mo ap-
pointed, ask.ng for special kinds to bo
intllctcd, because be enjoyed w Mess-
ing the extreme agony that they
caused. This teems almost dlabollo
to tbe modern conscience, ot in all
probability thore Is not a eh Id In a
British nursery at this moment who
ru Kht not, under certain conditions,
have developed the same ferocity as
that wh'ch horr.fles us In tbo little
savugo of tho Middle Ages.

Tradition checks thfem ut a certain
point, but not the I sense ,of pity.
Tho savage is overco'mo in man ex-
actly so far as his tra'dltlon takes him.

enemy's merchantmen and national
cargoes that crulsnrs can damage
him, and for this purpose commer-
cial steamers armed with somo
heavy guns can very efficiently be
employed, as tholr swiftness enables
thorn to ctcape the pursuit of hos-
tile cruisers.

Ing the enemy's commorco is In no
wav hindered by the Declaration of
l'arls of April 10, last', and In Itself
it is as legitimate to destroy tho
enomy's commerce as to attack his
Hoots and fortresses. Koverthless,
the advantage of tho .aoUuro of the
tho enemy's property on the high
seas has been much exaggerated.
First, as Lord Falmcrston himself
acknowledged in his speech at Liv-
erpool, ICov. 7, l85t, the fate of war
Is never decided' by loss of private
property on tho sea.

In the war of 1741 Js against' France
and Spain, England lost no less than

In tho same
way, during the Napoleonic wars the
French privateers heavily damaged
the British merchant service, yet at
the end ot these wars British com-
merce had trebled.

ttie Advaatage of a Current of Air Abeat
the Body

It is to be regretted tbat, in hie
exhaustive work on tho philosophy of
clothes, Carlylo did not add a chapter
on the Influence of tight clothing on
happiness, says a physician In Cae.
sell's Magazine. Perhaps he thought
the dignity of his subject was too
great for blm to desecend to a criti-
cism of tho follies in dress for which
so many women (and men) suffei in
silence.

The first and main objoct of wear-
ing clothes is to protect the body to
kocp It warm in cold weather and
cool In hot weather. Mere Personal
adornment was originally a secondary
consideration. Clothes act In virtue
ot Icing bad conductors of heat and
so preventing the too quick passage
of boat to or from tho body. Diffe-
rent klndsof materials are efficacious
according to tbo slowness or quick-
ness with which they allow the con-
duction of heat. Woolen materials
uro best (henco the value ot woolen
underclothing, which tends to main-
tain a very equable temperature of
the body so that wo aro better able
to withstand sudden changes of
woathor, draughts etc.), and an order
of comparative merit through furs,
silk, and cotton to linen might be
drawn up.

The more loosely clothing flte, the
loss it conducts heat, because a layer
of air is Interposed jbotween It and
the body and air is an exceedingly
bad conductor of heat. This pro-
tecting layer of air enables the body
in winter to keep its normal tempera-tur- o

the more easily, becauso tbe
heat given ott at tho surface of the
body passes slowly through It; where-
as if tho clothing lit too cloioly to
tho skin, heat is dissipated with much
greater rapidity. In summer time
on tho other hand, tho air in which
wo move Is not so warm as the object,
upon which the sun's rays fall di-
rectly, and so the surface of the
clothes may become much hotter
than the air surrounding them., The
advantago of the layer of air is obvU
ous also in this case. Therefore, we
ico that in hot and in cold weather,
too tlgbttv fitting clothing defeats
the first and great object ot woarlng
slothes and tends to exhaust the
bodily strength and mako it unQtt
for work.

Curloua Coins.
Numismatists, or (coin-collector-

havo Interesting objects ot soarch la
two cuius which belong to tbo tran-
sition period betweon the French Re-
public und tho second empire. One
ot tbeso Is un extremely rare cola
which was struck oft Just at tho mo-
ment of the assumption of the rolns
of empire by Napoleon III. Only tbe
dlo for tbo obverso or head of a new
imperial coin had boon completed,
and by somo accldont, or possibly by
m.schlovous design, a coin was struck
off which boro tho head of Napoleon
1IL, Emporor, oa ono side, and
French Itopubllo on tho other. This
contradictory coin Is ot interest to
others than numlsmatlxts, for it sym-
bolizes in a striking way the many'
suddon changes which have taken
place in Fronch politic In tbo past
century. With tho otbor coin a
singular story is con hoc ted. While
Louis Napoleon was Princo-Frcsldeu- t,

and Just before ho mado himself Em-tpero- r,

a decree wa issuod ordering a
coined,

bearing his image." The dies wart
made, and one) coin was struck off aa
a satupk and ' seat to the Prince.
Preskfeattrirrapprovali' .Btttt'soaM
time paeaedbefore he examined "" it.
When at last he gave it bis attention
he wus annoyed to And tbat ho bad
been represented on tbo coin with a
love-loc- k, or booked look of hair oa
the temple, ,whlch he did actually
wear at that tlmo. but which ha
thought unsuitable to so dignified
und permanont a representation of
himself as an effigy on a coin. The
Frlnce-Fresldo- sont forth cllroctor
of tho mint and ordored him to re-
move tho love-loc- k. Then ho found
that bis silence with regard to the
piece bad been taken for appioval,
and that the stamplng.ot tho coins
bad begun. Tho work was immedi-
ately stopped and tho obnoxious love-
lock was eliminated; but the twenty
three coins which had already been
struck off were not destroyed, and art
now regarded as of great value. Col.
lectors of rare and curious colas
should note this fact, und watch out
for Napoleon with tbo love-lock- .
