An African King.
After Eraln Pasha had learned of

the fall of Khartoum and the con-que- st

of the Soudan by the Mahdists,
he gave up hope of being ablo to de-

fend the Equatorial Province with
the force at bis disposal. To rescue
the Egyptians who garrisoned tho
various posts was now his first duty,
and he began to make his plans for a
march to the sea. The only practica-
ble route appeared to be through the
kingdom of Unyoro, which bounds
the Province on the southeast Ac-
cording he sent his medical officer,
Vita Hassan, with valuable presents
of ivory and other thlnfs, to tho
king of the country to obtain permis-
sion for the passage of the troops
through his dominions.

This African monarch, who was
named Kabarcga, though in outward
appearance a mere 6avogc, showed
that he possessed some of tho quali-
ties of a successful ruler.

Among tho presents sent to him
was a little box which had come from
Mambettu, a country in tho extreme
western part of tho Province. When
the king noticed that it was mado of
a single piece of wood, he was very
much pleased with it, and asked the
envoy whether he thought that his
subjects were capable of imitating
such work.

"I answered him," says Vita Has
san, "that the wanyoro baa no ex
perleuce in such work, and thai it

' '

wcnld bo very difficult for them to
do it as well as the Mambcttu, whp
were skilled in fashioning out of n
block of wood tho most varied and
difficult objects, In a really artistic
manner tbsy are able to make dlshe.
plates, bowls, stands, and even Turk.
ish'Jugs with their long and crooked
necks.

"The Wanyoro, on tho other band,
understood tho preparation cf skins.
This is their specialty, as wood
working Is that of the Mambcttu.
My words aroused the Jealousy of
Kabarcga, and he counted on his
lingers to Ave, and then said, 'On
this day,' pointing to the firth An-

ger, 'come hero attain, and I will
show you whether or not my people
can make a box like this.'

"On tuc Afth day the Wanyoro had
succeeded, under the most frightful
threats of the king, in manufactur-
ing a similar box of ncrhaps even
better construction. Full of pride,
Knbarcga showed it .to me with the
words, 'What use Is it being a king
if 'I cannot get my subjects to make
everything which I wish?'

H'llut what if you desire some-
thing which is beyond their ability
or their knowlndgc?'

" 'There Is no need of that, for I
have not lost my head; I shall never
bid them fetch mo the moon, but If
It Is a thing which Is not beyond our
power, I cannot permit that they
should give up at tho Arst difficulty.'

DEATHS ON THE RAIL.

HUtory of 1S9S and Analyal of the ratal
Accident.

Complcto returns have been made
of the number of railroad accidents
in tho United States in the year 1803
In which human life was sacrificed.
Tho report shows that tho year was
one which will bo memorable for the
frequency of disastrous accidents and
the number nf passengers killed In
them. In I8(il nineteen more people
were killed by tho railroads than in
the previous year. This unfortunate
condition of affairs is generally at-
tributed to tho World's Fair traffic,
but the records of a number of roads,
which carried the largest proportions
of passengers to tho Fair without in
Jurtng one of them, show that tho
causo of the accidents which did
occur must bo uttdbutcd to the crim-
inal carelessness of the roads them-
selves and tho recklessness of their
employes. With proper safeguards
thrown around tho traffic and proper
watchfulness on the part of officials,
tho whole World's Fair traffic might
have bcon conducted without Injury
to a solitary passenger.

Tho total number of accidents In
which life was lost or serious personal
injuries were inflicted during tho
year was 2,307, against 2,327 In the
previous year. Last year the num-
ber killed in train accidents was 001,
as compared with 072 the previous
year. Of those killed 178 were pas-
sengers, 424 employes and eighty-nin- e

other persons. The nature of
accidents In which these fatalities
occurred was: 900 collisions, 1,212
derailments and ninety-nin- e other
accidents. In tho collisions 381 per-
sons lost their lives; In the derail-
ments, 202, and In other accidents,

'forty-eigh- t. In addition to these
fatalltlos 2,584 other persons received
injuries of a serious nature. Of these
1,243 were employes, 1,240 passengers
and 101 other 'persons. Tho total
number killed and Injured during tho
year was 3,275. These figures take
no notlco whatever of the number
slaughtered during the year at grade
crossings. When that is included
the number of fatalities would bo at
least doubled.

Eight of the worst accidents of
tho year occurred in two months,
beginning Aug. 23, when tho World's
Fair traffic was at its height Those
eight accidents caused the death of
110 persons. They occurrred at
Dykeman's, Long Island City and
Chester In August; Colehour, Man- -

tcno and Kingsbury In September;
Jackson and Nicholas in October,
and wero brought to an end by the
disastrous rear-en- d collision on the
Rock Island at Chicago in November.
It will be noticed that the largest
number of accidents was from derail-
ments. These wero caused by broken
rails, loose or spread rails, broken
bridges, defective switches, broken
wheels, broken axles and similar
causes, tho great majority of which
could have been avoided by due care
and watchfulness on the part of the
companies. The 000 collisions were,
if possible, still moro inexcusable.

Simple Enough.

Whether he ever repeated tho ex-
periment on his own account wo are
not told, but If young readers are
tempted to do so we should advise
caution.
