doubtedly the tlmo Is coming when
the systematic distribution of water
to tho thirsty soil In sufficient but
not excessive quantity, and Just at
tho times when it will do most good,
win no rcsortca to extensively, oven
outside of the arid regions, because
of tho vastly superior results over
those obtained by ordinary haphazard
methods of cultivation.

Is 11 long step forward. It was fol-

lowed up by .the Introduction of tho
local government bill for Scotland,
which, as soon as It has passed tho
second reading, will bo referred to,
this committee of eighty-seve- n , for
report. The report will doubtless bo
adopted. The full Hotiso will thus
bo taved tho wearisome committee
debates, and the Scotch members will
trim and shnps tho measures to suit
themselves. Tho Tories bitterly op-

posed Trcvelyan's resolution, becauso
they fully understand that if Scottish
measures aro to bo referred to a com
mittee of Scotch members, Irish
measures must from the very logic of
things bo referred to the Irish mem-
bers, who uro more radical even than
tho Scotch members, and who now
stand eighty-fou- r Liberals to nine-
teen Tories. What chanco would tho
Irish Tory landlords stand If an Irish
commlttco should havo tho shaping
of tin Irish land bill, for Instunce?
No wonder tho Tones stand aghast.
