William J. Goudy was tho only son
of the late Judge William C. Goudy,
and senior member of tho law and
banking firm of Goudy, Shanklln &
Co.

About thrco weeks ago Mr. Goudy
had an attack of measles for tho first
time in his life and had been confined
to his residence from that time till he
died. In sotuo way, while moving
about the houso from nno room to an-

other, he caught a cold which devel
oped into pneumonia. At no time
until the day of his death was
his condition consldorcd serious
enough to cause alarm, though
the solicitude or his family In-

duced him to receive attentions
from Drs. Tucker, Killings and

Tho heat of tho day affected
him most unfavorably, and toward
evening tho possibility of his death
was looked for. He died a little aft-
er 7 o'clock.

Mr. Goudy would havo been thirty
years old Juno 7 next. He graduated
from Princeton Collcgo In tho class
of '80, and Immediately afterward
entered upon the study and then the
practice of law In tho office of Goudy,
Green & Goudy, of which his father,
Judgo Goudy, was senior partner.
About a year ago ho organized the'
Arm of Goudy, Shanklln &Co., mort-
gage bankers and lawyers, at 84 La-Sal- le

street. Ills partnor was Robert
F. Shanklln.

In politics Mr. Goudy never took
an active part, and had no aspiration
to hold office. Ho supported Mayor
Hopkins In tho last Mayoralty elec-
tion. Ho was a membor of tho Wau-banse- e

Club, and was tho predecessor
of the present president, Judgo Vin-
cent. He was also a member of tho
Union, University, Washington l'ark,
and Chicago Athletic Clubs.

Mr. Goudy was ono of tho wealth-
iest residents of tho North Side, and
bis residence, at Astor and Goetbo
streets, is of note in that stylish
quarter.

Six years ago Mr. Goudy married
Miss Caroline Walker, daughter of
Samuel J. Walker, of Chicago. Ono
child was born to them Helen who
is about four years old. Tho some-
what unexpected death of her hus-
band was a groat shock to young Mrs.
Goudy, who, with her child and hor
sister, Mrs. Ira J. Gcer, was bcsldo
tho death bed.

The young man's father, Judgo
William C. Goudy, died about a year
ago, and was buried at Graceland,
where the remains of tho son wero
laid.

VALENTIN BLATZ DIES IN ST.

Valentin Blaiz, tho millionaire
Milwaukee brewer, died ut tho Hotel
Ryan at 10:20 p. m., May 2(1, of heart
disease. Mr. Rlatz and his wlfo ar-

rived thero on Thursday morning
from California, wnoro they had been
spending tho past three months. On
Friday Mr. and Mrs. Rlatz wont to
Minneapolis, and for dinner tho
former ato freely of lco cream. This
chilled his stomach and gave him
greatipaln. At 0 o'clock in tho morn-
ing Dr. Hahn was called to Mr.
Rlatz's room and loft a prescription
which seemed to relieve the patient.
He grew worso in tho ovening,howover,
and a little after 10 o'clock stepped
outside his room into tho hall for a
few momonts. Upon his returning
bo was very palo nnd sank into a
chair. His wife ran to him, nnd,
grasping his pulse, found it had
stopped beating. Dr. Tallot Jones,
whoso room was near by, was quickly
summoned, but found Mr. Rlatz be-

yond medical aid. Ho gave tho Im-

mediate cause of death ns heart dis-

ease, which was complicated by stom-
ach and bowol troubles.

Mr. Rlatz was a natlvo of Ravarla
and was 08 years old.
