NIMBLE WITH THEIR FEET.
Nutives of Indin Find Them as Usoful na
Hands

In the native quarters of the towns
of India the strange spectaclo may be
seen of & butcher selzing a plece of
meat in his hands and cuttmﬁl in two
with a stroke of his knife held between
the first and recond toes of his foot.
The shoemaker uses no last, but turns
the unfinished sh. e with his feet, while
his hands ave husls in shaping it. So
the carpenter holds with his great toe
the board he Is outting and the wood-
turner handles his as well with
his toos as with his fingers. This use
of the teet to aswlst the hands in thelr
lab.r Is not, however, the mere result
of practice, but s Iprlnnlrllly due to
the fact that the Hindoo foot s quite
different from ours in its anatomical
oonformation. The ankle of ‘the Hin-
doo und the articulation of the back of
the foot permit considerable lateral
motion. Then the toes possess a sur-
g:hlng mobility. The smt toe can

moved freely in all directions and
the first and second toes are separated
& wide space, sometimes as much s
five-elghths of an inch acvross at the
base of the toes and two inches at their
extremities. The articulation of the

hip is also peculiar and this renders it
easler to use the toes in handling the
objects by enabling the Hindoo sit

in ® squatting posture much more com-
lorublr thun we cun do. A imilar
formation of the feet and toes {4 found
am.ng the Annamese, but it is not, as
might be supposed, & commoin th ng
among barbarous and Ilu{e tribes,

An Old-Timer Says It In Not What It
Used to Be.

Shesp-shearing lsn't what it was some

ours says an old-timor at the

siness. The truth s the sheop-rais-
ers can't afford to pay much with the
low price wool Is bringing. But even
8t these low rates we can make more
than at anything elve, We work In
crews and have a regular clrouit that
we traverie every season, Our crows
consist of from slx to twelve men. We
enter into a contract to shear so mai
sheep & —aay 800 or 1,000, (‘]
have turned out 1,400 & day, I can
shear 100, and there Is one in our crew
who can take off 125, We oan make 86
or #6 a day each, anyhow, now. Some-
times we contract by the day to shear
fine sheep, and then the wn%el run all
the way from #1 to 88 per . And
when they want the sheep “stubble
shorn,” that i+, leaving the wool about
an Inch long. so that the merchant can
oxamine It, we qﬂ fancy prices—sa
81,60 por head. Is takes time a
skill, and one Is dolng well to put off
five or slx head a day, though some
who are extra handy with the shears
oan do much bettey,

‘We usually anchor on a big ranch,
where there are 20,000 or 30,000 head,
and corral them, putting them out in
two or three weeks. Sometimes shee
ralsers have bands brought to us, 1,200
to 2,000 in & band: sometimes we go
frem ranch to ranch and clean them
up as we go, We have traveled s far
a8 forty miles to a sheep camp. We

WHY ARE WE RIGHT-HANDRD?

A Princoton Profemsor Amawers by Be
perimenting with fHis Ohild

Prof. J. Mark Baldwin, of Prince-
ton University, has beea performi
a series of experiments upon one ﬁ
his childien with u view to tindlag
out the urlgin of right-hundedness
There !s no apparcent scientific rea.
son why s man shou'd use one hand
more than another, or why the mus-
cles of one arin should be atronger
than those of another. A number of

| theories huve boen advanced to ac-

count for the phenvmenon. One of
the most plausible Is the people be-
come right-handed from the manner
in which they are held and earried
when small children. The mother
catries the child In such a way as to
leave tho right hand free, und from
this early experience the habit Is ae-
quired which runs through' its whole
life. 1t is also a curious fact that
the observation of anlwals falls w
show an uneven development of the
muscles of limbs on one side of the
the hody as compared with those of
the other, Monkeys cspecially are
known to swing freely by both arms
equally well, although this Is a point
that Prof. Garner might well have
studled in the Jungles of Africa.

The experiment made Ly Prof.
Baldwin of P’rinceton, extended over

| » period of many months, beginniog
| while the child wns an Infant. This,

however, was only in regard to obs
jects placed at some distance from
the body of the child, and wnere it
had to reach out for them.
